Jr. High and High School Marching Bands throughout the 

State of California will compete in the following categories for cash prizes: Parade, Auxiliary, 

Drum Major and Percussion. The Big Band Review competition will begin at 1:00 p.m. and 

awards will be announced at roughly 6:00 p.m.  

 

Over $12,000 in cash prizes and trophies will be given out to bands competing; $1,500 for the 

High School Sweepstakes Band winner, $1,250 for the Jr. High School Sweepstakes Band winner; 

then first place in both will get $500, second place in both will get $400 and third place in both 

will get $300. Additionally, the first 20 bands to register automatically got $500 to support 

their band/music program just for participating and showing their school pride.
