Open Photography Guidelines:

On-line entries are still required to be brought in at the times listed for the department. An on-line entry does NOT
guarantee a space if the available space is full when you arrive.

« Original prints produced within the last 12 months and not previously shown at the Northwest Washington Fair are
eligible.

« Allwork must have a card attached with your name, division, class, and phone number. Please do not put any
identifying marks on the entry itself.

« All photos must be printed on photographic paper. Entries printed on paper, card stock, etc. will not be accepted.

o No frames, glass, plastic wrap etc. All photos must be 8 x 10, placed with a 11 x 14 mat (mat frame, cardboard,
foam core, etc.). All photos must be family friendly.

« Division A two entries per exhibitor, each exhibit must be in a different class.

o The judge will be an artist, teacher, or critic of established reputation in the field of photography.

« Photography entries must be picked up Sunday. After Sunday release time there is NO Security available and
entries may be moved.

« No entry can be removed early, removal of entry will result in a forfeit of your premium and a one-year suspension
in the photography department.

o ltis the responsibility of the artist to inform the department if the photograph has been digitally altered
(computerized: digitally altered other than resizing and resolution).

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Animal - one print of one or more animals

Landscape/ Scenic

Building/Machines/Boats/Cars — No standalone billboards or signs.

Flowers - one print of one or more flower, weed, or plant.

Action - one print of any subject where the viewer can see action is in progress

Close-up/ Macro - one print of any subject, very close or zoomed in.

Design Element - One print of any subject showing the predetermined design element. This element will change
each year. For this year, the design element is Pointed

Still Life - One print of any inanimate object(s) posed for photo

. Color of the Year - One print with the predetermined color as the main color of the photo. This will change each

year. For this year, the color is shades of Blue

. Whatcom County - One print of any place or event in Whatcom County.

Last Year's Fair - One print from the previous year’s fair. Can be of anything at the fair. Caption is required.
Composite — an image created from 2 or more original images to create a new one. You can use other elements as
well, and you can portray something that doesn'’t exist in the real world, but the photographic elements must be in
the main part of the image and original to you.

DIVISION B - PHOTO BOARDS - Youth, Junior, and Teen age groups only

Maximum of one class per exhibitor, and one entry per class. All photos must be minimum of 3 72" x 5” in size. Photos may
be manually cropped if you are unable to find a commercial printer that makes this size photo. Over all dimensions of photo
board may not exceed 22" x 14” — dimensions larger than this will result in a loss of all mounting points and the possibility of
not being displayed due to limited space. Please cut board to a size that complements your display. Excessive unused
space will result in a loss of some mounting points.
