• Entries must be the work of the exhibitor, completed since 

September 2024.  

• Limit one entry per class per exhibitor. 

• Entry is free if pre-entered online or by form in the Fair office by  
12 PM, August 1. Exhibits registered during entry are subject to a 
$1 fee per entry. 

• 17 & Under enter youth divisions 1590, 1591, and 1592.   

• Exhibitor's name cannot appear on manuscript. 

• No more than 2 full page, one sided, double-spaced. Submit in a 
sheet protector. 

• Obey rules of grammar, usage and punctuation.  
• Make your language concrete, not abstract; specific, not general. 

• Maintain a consistent style and tone. 

• Use adjectives and adverbs with restraint.  

• Please, no vulgar language.  
• Use archaic English correctly. 

• Use consistent verb tense. 

• Poetry: judge will be looking at theme and idea, direction, line 
ending, sentence structure, punctuation, rhyme, meter, and 
formatting poetry.
