1. Articles will be judged according to the degree of 

difficulty, appearance and workmanship. 

2. Items should be pressed and in new condition. Articles 

that are soiled or damaged will not be accepted.  All 

exhibits will have been made since last Fair and made 

by exhibitor. 

3. Two entries under each class allowed. Sewing machine 

art: one entry per class in Departments 27-F, 27-G, 27-H.

(18 years and under) Each article must have an attached 

CARE LABEL, written on a piece of paper or card giving care 

instructions.

Work done with a sewing machine designed for normal 

sewing, or on special embellishment machines, or with an 

embroidery machine, using any of the machine’s available 

stitches (programmed stitches, cams or computer cassettes). 

 
DIVISION 27-I  ............................... PROFESSIONAL 
Professional is defined as any person who receives pay for 

teaching classes for specific techniques or who sells their 

work.

• Display may include sound, motion, 3-D, etc.  

• Use large lettering to convey the main message.  All 

wording should be readable from 6 feet away.   

• All content must be original and copyright free.

Large Display: Maximum 20 square feet combined horizontal 

and vertical space (e.g. tri-fold display board on top of your 

own card table) down to 6 square feet (combined horizontal 

and vertical)

Small Display: size allowed up to 24” x 36” maximum
