OPEN QUILT RULES 
1. Quilts will be judged according to the degree of 

difficulty. 
2. Quilts must have been completed in the last year. 
3. Identify your level of skill by marking whether you are a 

Beginner, Intermediate, or Advanced Quilter. 
4. List age group: Youth (18 years and under), Adult or 

Senior Citizen. 
5. Heirloom quilts may be entered for display only if space 

is available. 
6. Names must be covered. 
7. Please give size of quilt on a piece of paper and attach 

to back of quilt. 
8. Only one entry under each Class. 
9. Quilts must be clean and free of odors.   
10. Superintendents have the authority to refuse any item

25 pts. - Workmanship: tip use, icing application, difficulty of 

technique and precision used.

Small Display: size allowed up to 24” x 36” maximum
