1. Exhibits must be in disposable containers, on a piece of heavy cardboard covered with foil or other wrap 
or zip lock bags. Any entries in a non-disposable container will be disqualified and will be turned away 
at check-in. Cakes entered for taste should be no larger than 8” circle or square or ½ cake of larger size.  

2. Judging will be closed to the public. No one will be allowed to stay after receiving time on Wednesday. 
3. Winners will be displayed and posted after the opening of the Fair. Non-placing entries will be donated 

after judging.  Winning entries will be discarded and ribbons can be picked up on release day. 
4. Please include your typed recipe with your entries.  *NEW*
