• Mix in a non-tinted glass jar with secure cover.  Jar may not exceed 1 quart size.  

• Recipe on a card.  

• Decorative tag. Tag should include the name of the mix.   

• Entry ID Label. One on the bottom of the jar and one attached to the packaging of the 

prepared recipe. 

 

Division 4301 Food Mixes in a Jar 

 

Rules 

1. No tinted jars.  

2. No fresh ingredients in jars. 

3. All jar ingredients must not require refrigeration (the made-up rec-

ipe may require refrigeration and must be stored properly prior to de-

livery.)  You must notify us when you drop off your prepared 

recipe on receiving day if it requires refrigeration.   

4. Date of preparation and storage instructions must be included with 

the prepared item.    

5. Entry recipes should be typed (preferred) or if handwritten, very 

legible.  

6. The recipes do not need to be original, but the original source 

must be listed. Additional points are awarded for original recipes. 

7. The recipe may not be one that was previously submitted by the 

exhibitor in a prior year. 

8. Jars will be on display during the Fair.   

9. Eastern States Exposition reserves the right to not display entered 

items for the entire duration of the fair.   

10. Entrants may be disqualified at the discretion of judges and
