You will also play a key role in 
event setup and general facility maintenance.  This position requires a strong work ethic, problem-solving 
skills, and the ability to work both independently and as part of a team. If you’re a hands-on professional 
who takes pride in quality craftsmanship and enjoys a dynamic work environment, we encourage you to 
apply!

• Adapt to changing priorities and assist in other maintenance tasks, including electrical, plumbing, 

snow removal, and barn cleanout. 
• Maintain a clean and organized work environment, following all safety protocols. 
• Communicate effectively with team members and supervisors to coordinate projects. 
• Follow all workplace safety guidelines and procedures to prevent accidents and injuries.
