The contest is open to amateur cooks only. Culinary professionals may not enter this contest.

It will not be the responsibility of the Fair to return any dishes or
plates.

Information must contain the contestant’s telephone number, address, county and email address (if available). .

NO recipes printed from the internet will be accepted.
Recipe must include phone number or contestant will be disqualified.
