The Youth Department of the Washington County Fair Country Creations Division is

open to any Washington County Youth in Kindergarten through Grade Twelve. Must live or
attend school in Washington County.

ALL YOUTH EXHIBITORS MUST PRE-REGISTER ON THE WASHINGTON COUNTY FAIR
WEBSITE.

An entry fee PER EXHIBITOR will be assessed and must be paid at time on entry of the
Washington County Fair website. The fee for 2024 exhibitor fee is $5.00 plus a $1.00 per
item for Subdivision | and a $.50 per item for Subdivision II.

Articles must be made by the exhibitor and completed since the last fair. Articles exhibited
at a previous Fair cannot be entered. VIOLATIONS MAY CAUSE THE EXHIBITOR TO FORFEIT
ALL RIGHTS TO SHOW IN THE COUNTRY CREATIONS DIVISION.

Business cards will not be attached to any articles exhibited.

Only clean and undamaged articles will be accepted for exhibition.

Exhibits are due on the specified date and time as listed in the Schedule of Events. NO LATE
ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED.

Only one article in each class of each department may be entered unless otherwise
specified. Miscellaneous articles shall be items other than those already listed in the
department classifications.

The committee chairperson has the right to refuse any item.

The judges determine the ribbon worthiness of each item shown according to its own
guidelines. The judge’s critical analysis determines final placement.

Ribbons will be awarded to first place (blue), and second place (red).

After judging a specific department, the judge awards the Grand Champion Rosette to the
highest blue-ribbon item in each age group. The Reserve Champion Rosette will be awarded
to the second highest blue-ribbon item.

Every effort will be made for the security of the exhibitors and others in attendance, but the
Association will not be responsible for any articles broken, lost, or stolen while on the
grounds.

The Vice-President & Superintendents make the final decision regarding display of items,
taking into consideration the safety and security of the exhibits.

. No claim for injury to any person or property shall ever by asserted, nor suit instituted or
maintained against the Washington County Fair Association or its officers or agents,
Washington County, Texas, by or on behalf of any person, firm or corporations, or their
agents or representatives, servants, or employees, having license or privileges to exhibit on
the fairgrounds or occupy space thereon.
