RULES 

• Exhibitors will wait to be assigned pens before unloading. Bedding will not be provided; exhibitors 

are responsible for feeding their own animals. 

• Youth need to choose either youth or open show but NOT BOTH. 

• All sheep and lambs must be free of contagious and infectious diseases. The superintendent may send 

home animals found to have symptoms of disease. 

• All sheep must be registered in the name of the exhibitor prior to 8/1/26. Registration Papers will be 

checked, and ear tags or tattoos must be on animals. Registration numbers must be on the entry form, 

and premiums must be paid to the owner of the record. 

• Exhibitors will be allowed to show no more than 2 sheep in their respective classes, with the exception 

of yearling rams, where only one may be shown. 

• Any exhibitor contesting the judge's final decision will forfeit their premiums. Premiums will be 

awarded on a sliding scale.

ALPACA, LLAMA, AND SHEEP COMBINATION CLASSES 
 

RULES 
 

• Alpacas and Llamas are also welcomed to enter this division only.  

• Lead line will take place one half hour after the end of the purebred show.  

• The contestants must be attired in a woolen outfit of at least 70 percent wool and may be purchased or 

handmade. Extra points will be added if the contestant made his/her own garment. 

• By the end of the sheep show, contestants must provide a written commentary which includes 

name, age, and a description of the garment including who made it. The percentage of wool in 

each piece of clothing must be listed in a description of the fabric content. The commentary is included 

in the judging and may include other information such as name and breed of sheep used and 

contestant’s interest in livestock agriculture. 

• Animals should be fitted and trained to show at halter.  

• Animals will be judged on general appearance (fitting, cleanliness, etc.).  

• The contestant will be judged on poise, appearance, and control of the animal. Contestant must be able 

to set a pose with a well-mannered animal.
