AN INTERNATIONAL
MUSIC SENSATION.

A fusion of classical and contemporary music on both traditional and electric
strings. With the 2024 release of their eighth album "ROMANI: The Untold
Story" they charted at #1 on the Classical Album Billboard charts. Their 2022
release of "Love Always" charted at #2 on the Classical Crossover Album and
the Classical Album Billboard charts. DSQ's contemporary interpretations
continue to expand their passionate following on Pandora, Spotify, and
YouTube. DSQ performs intimately as a quartet or with a full accompani-

ment of drums, guitar, and piano.

DSQ is referred to as "Bach meets Bon Jovi” and is compared to artists like
Lindsey Stirling, Vitamin String Quartet, Brooklyn Duo and 2Cellos. They use
both traditional and electric strings performing as a quartet with the full ac-
companiment of drums and guitar and are known for their eclectic rendi-
tions of everything from Guns N’ Roses “Sweet Child O’ Mine" and Taylor
Swift's "Anti-Hero" to their collaboration, “You Are The Reason,” with The
Piano Guys. DSQ has performed for Presidents Obama and Bush, with su-
perstars like Ed Sheeran, Luke Combs and Ashley McBryde, at the Academy
of Country Music Awards (ACM Awards), for NBA and NFL organizations and
their cover of Katy Perry’s “Firework” was featured on American Idol. Brands
like Cartier, Delta, LinkedIn and more seek out the one-of-a-kind quartet, as
did Gwen Stefani and Blake Shelton who requested DSQ as the entertain-
ment for their July 2021 wedding. DSQ is also featured on the 2023 GRAM-
MY-nominated album, “The Passenger” by Cheryl B. Engelhardt. The core
group is composed of violist lon Zanca, violinists Valory Hight and Melissa

Priller, and bassist Young Heo.

lon Zanca is the principal and founder of the Dallas String Quartet. Since
moving to the U.S. from Romania in 2002, DSQ has become a household
name to many. In September 2024, Zanca charted at #1 on the Traditional
Classical Albums Billboard Charts as Well as Classical iTunes Album charts
with the debut of his album ROMANI: The Untold Story by Dallas String
Quartet featuring the London Symphony Orchestra which he composed.
In October 2022, Zanca was also #2 on the Classical Album and Classical
Crossover Album Billboard Charts with DSQ's latest album, "Love Always.'
Under Zanca's tutelage, The group has played for multiple sitting U.S.
presidents, the NFL, the NBA, performed at the wedding of music legends
Gwen Stefani and Blake Shelton, released a collaboration with The Piano
Guys, charted on Billboard, and acquired over 50 million streams on Spoti-
fy. As of November 2021, the group has more than 600 million streams on
Pandora, 6.2 Million views on YouTube, and had over 5.8 million listeners
on Spotify. They are often compared to The Piano Guys, Vitamin String
Quartet and Lindsey Stirling. They have also appeared on numerous na-
tional media outlets such as ESPN, NBC, and CW 33.

Zanca himself has earned a reputation nationwide as a prolific performer,
composer, and producer. His talents as a versatile violist have been cele-
brated on the classical stage as well as on the jazz and contemporary mu-
sic scene. Hailing from a long lineage of musicians, he is a voting member
of The Recording Academy and holds a graduate degree in Music Perfor-
mance from Southern Methodist University where he studied with former
principle of the Dallas Symphony Orchestra, Ellen Rose. He currently re-
sides in Dallas with his wife, Estera, and his son Julian.
