HELEN WELCH BIOGRAPHY

Helen Welch is an internationally acclaimed vocalist, entertainer, pro-
ducer and bandleader. Her unique talent for arranging songs to make
them her own, coupled with her ability to intimately engage her audi-
ence, has quickly earned her a large and devoted following around
the globe. A native of England, Helen began her career on television’s
Romper Room. Since her early success she has headlined with world-
class organizations such as the BBC Big Band, Glen Miller Europe,
Opus One and others at some of the UK's most prestigious venues
including: The Ritz, The Savoy, Blenheim Palace, The Grosvenor
House Great Room, Claridges and many theatres in London’s West
End. Additionally, she held starring roles in a variety of popular musi-
cals including: Hello Dolly, Barnum, Carousel, 42nd Street, Calamity
Jane and Oliver Twist.

After a very successful run in the U.K., Helen relocated to the United
States to guest star in the Broadway musical Smokey Joe's Café. Her
success awarded her opportunities to sing with the Blossom Festival
Orchestra, Grant Park Symphony Orchestra (Chicago), the Florida
Symphony, the Columbus Jazz Orchestra and more. Since that time
Helen has been producing and starring in a variety of themed, quality
shows which have appeared numerous times at prestigious venues
such as: Cleveland'’s Playhouse Square, Severance Hall (home of the
Cleveland Orchestra) the Chautauqua Institution, E.J.Thomas Hall
and many other theaters around the U.S.

In 2006 Helen produced her big band CD “One Dream” using the na-
tionally renowned Cleveland Jazz Orchestra. Rosemary Riddle,
daughter of famed arranger Nelson Riddle, gave Helen the original
Nelson Riddle arrangement of Zing Went the Strings of my Heart for
her to perform and record on this CD. Apart from Judy Garland, Helen
is the only other vocalist to have used and performed this arrange-
ment on a recording and she still uses it today in her big band perfor-
mances.

Helen also performs three of her shows with full orchestra using her
world-class symphony arrangements and has starred with many dif-
ferent symphony orchestras throughout the U.S. and in England.
Helen was invited twice to perform with the Blossom Festival Or-
chestra, which is part of the Cleveland Orchestra. For these particular
concerts the Ella Fitzgerald Foundation gave Helen permission to go
to the Library of Congress in Washington to go through Ella’s collec-
tion of music which she then used for these special symphony or-
chestra concerts.



In 2016 Helen's CD, “Spellbound,” her fourth album, was considered
for a Grammy nomination. More recently her sound track album,
“Superstar. The Carpenters Reimagined,” was launched to a sold-out
theatre in Playhouse Square where she performed the show. As the
largest theatre district after Broadway, Playhouse Square provided an
ideal platform for Helen's show. The production has since returned
twice to sold-out auditoriums. It is the only Carpenters show on the
market with Richard Carpenter’s blessing.

In September of 2024, Severance Hall, renowned as one of the most
beautiful concert halls in the U.S and home to the Cleveland Orches-
tra, invited Helen to bring her Carpenters show to their stage.
Notably this marked the first time the Cleveland Orchestra had pre-
sented a production that did not feature the orchestra itself. The
show was a resounding success and Helen was invited to return in
the fall of 2025 to another sold-out auditorium.

Helen has twice been invited to sing the National Anthem for NBC's
Sunday night football and her talents were mentioned on American
Idol. Helen Continues to tour her hugely successful show
“Carpenters.The Songs. The Stories." In addition to this show, Helen
also tours her other productions, including “The First Ladies of
Song,"” and “Come Together: The Beatles Reimagined” throughout
the United States and UK.

Joe Leaman (Piano / vocals ) - Joe Leaman is an in-demand creative
that lives in Akron, OH. A child of a music teacher, Joe showed curi-
osity in music and performing from an early age, and was playing
professionally by tﬁe age of 16. Relocating to north east Ohio to at-
tend the University of Akron, Joe was fortunate to be able to culti-
vate his love for piano and percussion simultaneously, studying with
legendary teachers like Dr. Larry Snider and Jack Schantz. Currently,
Joe runs his own teaching studio, he's the Music and Worship Direc-
tor at Montrose Zion United Methodist Church in Bath and maintains
an active and stylistically eclectic performing career.

Stephen Renko gDrums) - Renko is an award-winning drummer and
percussionist. After his first professional engagements at the age of
9, Renko became a widely-sought drummer with Jazz, Rock, Blues,
Afro-Cuban and Funk outfits in Cleveland and New York City. At age
12, he won National Runner Up at the Guitar Center Drum-Off and at
age 15, he became the youngest full-time member of Ernie Krivda's
Fat Tuesday Big Band. He has studied with world renowned musi-
cians Matt Wilson, Bob McKee, Jamey Haddad and

Johannes Weidenmiuiller. He has also studied composition and ar-
ranging with genre-defying pianist/conductor, Kirk Nurock. He re-
ceived his Bachelor's Degree from the New School for Jazz in New
York City.

Bryan Thomas (Bass) - Known in northeast Ohio for his propulsive
support as a bassist and enthusiastically conversational style, Bryan
Thomas is a veteran of The Glenn Miller Orchestra as well as a host of
Cleveland jazz orchestras and is the principal bassist for Ashland
Symphony. Bryan is a recording artist, performer, and arranger for
salsa bands, the Americana band Hey Mauvis, singer Helen Welch,
American songbook concert series, The Song Is You, and with wife
and hammered dulcimer player, Tina Bergmann. Mr. Thomas on fac-
ulty with the Tri-C Jazz Fest Academy and has been the Professor of
double bass at Kent State University since 1999.

Charlie Trenta (Guitar) - A native of Akron, Ohio, Charlie Trenta has
been active in the Akron and Cleveland music scenes since 2001. He
has recently recorded and performed as a member of the bands
Herzog, Zach and the Bright Lights, and Winslow. Charlie earned a
bacheFor degree in jazz studies and guitar performance from The Uni-
versity of Akron. He also teaches Guitar and Bass Guitar at the Aurora
School of Music and the Fairlawn School of Music.
