Before the pandemic ground
them to a halt, they played The Green Parrot (Key West, FL), Tellus360
(Lancaster, PA), The Laughing Goat (Boulder, CO), Ocean Beach Market (San
Diego, CA), churches & dozens of house shows.

2020

Girl Named Tom made YouTube videos, wrote songs, & recorded a cover
album called "Hits From The Road." They also created the virtual live

show, "GNTonight" where Caleb, Josh and Bekah brought live music directly
to your living room every week. This ran for 8 episodes, and the recordings
are on YouTube.

2021

Girl Named Tom made history as the first group act to ever win The Voice.
During Season 21, they landed 4 songs concurrently on the iTunes Top 10

charts, with 2 songs reaching #1. The siblings gained newfound love from

fans around the world while performing on (I;ive TV. Thank you so much for
your love & support!

2022

Girl Named Tom went on a national tour, playing 95 shows total. From the
Troubadour in LA, the Gramercy in NYC, to small towns throughout the Mid-
west, fans were blown away by the trio's artistry. Known for their breathtak-
ing covers, Caleb, Joshua and Bekah were always writing new songs to add
to the show. The year of '22 ended with a bang as the trio released their first
holiday album, One More Christmas and opened for Pentatonix on their 22-
date arena tour, "A Christmas Spectacular.”

2023

Girl Named Tom hit the road for another national tour, playing never-heard-
before original music in addition to all the favorite covers. That summer
GNT released their first single, "What a View" with Republic Records. In
November, Girl Named Tom hit the road for their first holiday tour as head-
liners. The "One More Christmas" Tour amounted to 24 shows, including
their first ever symphony show with the Toledo Symphony Orchestra.
