DIRECTORS NOTE

When we first began discussing the possibility of co-directing and co-
choreographing Rent, we knew we were taking on a story that is both deep-
ly personal and profoundly universal. As a married couple, we have had the
privilege of collaborating on many artistic projects together, but this pro-
duction has been one of the most meaningfuﬂexperiences of our lives.

At its heart, Rent is a celebration of love, friendship, resilience, and the pow-
er of community. It reminds us that life is precious and that the connections
we build with one another are what truly matter. Throughout the rehearsal
process, our cast and creative team embraced these themes with incredible
honesty, courage, and compassion. Watching this company grow together
and tel?lthis story has been an absolute joy.

One of the visual elements woven throughout our production is the use of
the color red. You may notice that certain characters incorporate red into
their costumes at various points in the show. This design choice serves as a
subtle reminder of the AIDS epidemic that profoundly impacted the
community portrayed in Rent. The color red symbolizes those characters
living with AIDS, highlighting both the visibility and invisibility of the disease
during that time. It is our hope that this artistic thread helps underscore the
reality faced by so many while honoring the strength, dignity, and humanity
of those whose stories inspired this work.

More than three decades after its debut, Rent continues to resonate be-
cause its message remains timeless: there is no day but today. We are
grateful to our cast, directors, designers, crew, and supporters for helping
bring this production to life. Most importantly, we thank you, our audience,
for joining us on this journey.

We hope you laugh, cry, reflect, and leave tonight inspired to cherish the
eople around you and to measure your life, as Jonathan Larson so beauti-
ully wrote, in love.
