To facilitate engagement, the Simmons team created interaction hubs
using WebEx Teams. Conversation channels empowered sponsors to share content,
connect with guests and enable Keynote presenters and attendees to interact
and continue the discussion.

“What we were going for is a one to one conversation, an intimacy that only a virtual event could
have afforded us...and that made all the difference,” said Palson.

The group’s 2020 Annual Meeting was held virtually and featured a mix of
recorded and live presentations, poster presentations, and exhibits.

500 recorded sessions | 7 live sessions | 22 sponsors & exhibitors

The majority of content was delivered as pre-recorded webinars. The featured meeting
which consisted of plenary sessions and voting sessions were conducted live.
To engage the audience, the group offered 'coffee breaks’ where attendees could
join Zoom sessions with other attendees to network and make new connections.

Scheduled live chats were also offered as a means to connect attendees with
presenters who had shared pre-recorded talks during the conference.
The sponsor and exhibition area included downloadable content as well as
the ability for attendees to schedule Zoom meetings directly with the exhibitors.
