5. All entries must be the original work of the entrant, suitably framed (if applicable), and ready to 

hang with screw eyes and wire. Tape, yarn, string, and small hooks that come on frames are 
not acceptable methods to hang. Without proper hangers, entries will not be accepted.

If 
you meet any of the qualifications for a professional and knowingly enter the Amateur division, 
you will be disqualified, and all ribbons and premiums will be revoked. 

B. Amateur - An amateur is anyone who does not fit into the Professional category.
