4. Yearling Ewe, one year and under two years 
5. Ewe lamb, under one year 
6. Pair of yearling ewes 
7. Pair of ewe lambs 

      CHAMPION EWE (classes 4 - 6) – Ribbon Only

8. Breeder’s young flock, bred and owned by exhibitor, to consist of one ram lamb and two ewe lambs. 
9. Get-of-sire, four head, both sexes represented, bred and owned by exhibitor. 
10. Flock; one ram, one year or under; two ewes, one-year-old; and two ewes, under one year.
