3. Catalog-ready photos must be submitted by email to
blackhillsstockshow@gmail.com by the deadline
(November 15) with the horse’s name in the subject. It is the
consignors responsibility to submit photos in the correct
format. Acceptable formats are JPG, PNG or PDF.

4. Recommendations for submitting photos:

o Clearly mark the email with the horse’s registered name
and consignor’s name. If staff can't match the picture to an
entry if won't be used.

At the time of check-in all sale horses must be
present the following:

¢ Current health certificate (not more than 30
days old)

¢ Negative Coggins Test (not more than six
months old)

¢ Brand inspection papers

attend.

Horses rejected at the screening will not be sold and
consignment fees are not refunded.

Stalls are available on the Fairgrounds for the sale
starting Wednesday, January 25 at no cost.

. The sale will be held at the James Kjerstad Event

Center. Consignor must furnish feed, water and care
for horses until the horse(s) are sold. Please make
arrangements with buyer for care and transportation
of the horse after the sale.

. All'horses consigned to the sale must enter the sale
ring, unless screeded by committee. If the animal
does not enter the sale ring, a withdrawal fee of $300
will automatically be assessed against the animal plus
any applicable fees.
