RULES:

1. Exhibitors must read and be familiar with, and comply with, the Boulder County Fair 
General Rules and Regulations, Open Creative Living General Rules and Regulations, 
and any applicable division or class rules.

2. Entries must have been produced by the exhibitor.
3. Entries must have been produced within the past year.
4. Entries must be in clear one-pound glass Queenline-type jar or a clear 

one-pound glass pint canning jar is acceptable. Containers should be clean and 
filled to the threads of the chosen jar. No labels should be placed on the outside 
of the jars.

5. All frame or section entries must be enclosed in a see-through protective 
container or wrapped with clear plastic in order to avoid invasion by bees or 
insect pests.

6. All creamed or whipped entries must be in a wide-mouth clear jar.
7. All cut comb entries, square or round, must be in a clear container of appropriate 

size.
8. All ages may enter.
9. An exhibitor may have only two entries per class.
10.An exhibitor may register as one person, family, or apiary.
11. Entries may be assigned to another or new class at the discretion of the judge or 

superintendent.

Class 01: Extracted Liquid Honey, Light
Class 02: Extracted Liquid Honey, Amber
Class 03: Extracted Liquid Honey, Dark
Class 04: Cut Comb Honey (suitably wrapped or packaged in a food grade 

container)
Class 05: Full Frame Comb Honey, any size (suitably wrapped or packaged)
Class 06: Creamed or Whipped Honey (in wide-mouth clear jar)
Class 07: Infused Honey (with natural flavorings)
