CLOWN FACE CONTEST RULES

The three divisions are:
1. Three years old and under
2. Four to eight years old
3. Nine to sixteen years old

The four categories are:

1.

Tramp Clown - this clown has black, brown, or dark gray whiskers, a large white mouth, rosy cheeks, a
red nose, and white around the eyes. The remainder of the face should look suntanned to suggest the
outdoor lifestyle of a hobo or tramp.

White Face Clown - makeup consists of a white base coat with brightly colored features and markings
or accents.

Auguste Clown - the base coat is a flesh or pink color. White is applied only around the mouth and
the eyes. Most have large red lips, though black lips are also acceptable, and will normally wear a false
nose and a brightly colored wig.

Character Clown - this face can portray any clown face, i.e. Rodeo, Raggedy Ann, Lonett, etc. Any
face colors are acceptable.

All participants must comply with the Brazoria County Fair Association General Rules and Regulations
printed in this catalog, unless otherwise specified.

Unsportsmanlike conduct, including, but not limited to inappropriate conversation or comments on any social network, of
any contestants, parents and/or family members will not be tolerated.
