  PREVENTION MEASURES 
 

 All exhibitors entering the facility are required to self-attest to three health 

questions before entering a building. Anyone answering “yes- Y”, to any of 

the health questions should not enter the building.  

 Any exhibitor, vendor, employee, volunteer, participant, and/or guest 

who exhibits symptoms of the virus will be asked to leave the premise. 

Individuals with symptoms of the virus will not be allowed into the event 

unless presenting proof of a negative test to facility management. 

 .All exhibitors, their family members and other related persons participating in the livestock 

events shall comply with all health and safety orders, rules, and guidelines related to the 

Virus promulgated by the State of California, County of San Mateo, City of Daly City, and 

the Cow Palace/Grand National Jr. Livestock Show.
