» Take care not to break the natural protective skin or outer layer.

» Stems should be left on unless otherwise specified in directions.

» Keep entries free of soil as it detracts from the appearance.

» Use a soft cloth or brush when preparing fruits and vegetables for entry.

» " Best of Show" awarded to one overall Horticulture Exhibit per judge's discretion.

Sweet Corn: Ears filled out to tip. 

Kernels should be milky. Leave 2 

banner leaves on husks. Trim silks 

to l". 

Potatoes: Firm, medium size, uniform 

color. Do not wash, brush clean. 

Root Crops: (Beets, Carrots, Parsnips, 

Turnips, Rutabagas) Firm, smooth, 

uniform color.

FOODS and CANNING: Each exhibitor / family member must use a different recipe. 

Any entries shown at another fair prior to the Douglas County Fair will forfeit any premiums awarded.

"Best of Show" awarded to one overall Food and Canning Exhibit per judge's discretion. 

Canning: Canned items in sealed jars only. Lids will be marked upon entering the item. 

• Exhibits must be in standard pint or half pint jars unless otherwise specified. with new lids and rings.

• Best of 4 Jars must be in a small container or tied together.

• Jars must be clear and manufactured for canning.

• All foods must be processed according to the extension service of Minnesota.
(https://extension.umn.edu/food-safety/preserving-and-preparing) A boiling water bath is used
for processing jams and jellies. fruit, tomatoes. and pickles and a pressure canner must be
used for low acid vegetables.

• Your processing time must be written on lid or label.

• Jams and jellies must be sealed using a 2 -piece lid. Paraffin seals are not allowed. 

• All jars must be marked with the current year on lid to ensure against entry of samejaratfair next year.

Breads - Quick or Yeast: Enter one small loaf for Quick Breads and 1/2 of a regular sized loaf for Yeast Breads, 

wrapped in a see through, plastic bag with twister or self sealing bag. 

Cookies: Enter four cookies on a disposable white plate. wrapped in a see through plastic bag with twister or self 

sealing plastic bag. 

Bars: Enter four 2"x2" squares on disposable white plate, wrapped in see through plastic bag with twister or self 

sealing plastic bag. **NO REFRIGERA TORED BARS ACCEPTED** 

Cake: Enter one 4" square on disposable white plate. wrapped in see through plastic bag with twister or self sealing 

plastic bag. Decorated Cupcakes. enter four regular sized cupcakes in a clear plastic disposable container. *flEW" 

Professional Cake Decorators : up to 3 tiers. any occasion. provide description card- cake flavor. fillings used, type of 

frosting, and title of occasion. Cake will be taste tested by our judges.

Ca ndies: Enter six pieces on a disposable white plate. wrapped in see through plastic bag with twister or 

self sealng plastic bag. 

Pies : Baked double crusted fruit pies. Only baked products accepted- no puddings, whipped cream. custard, or 

meringues. All fillings and crusts need to be made by scratch. No refrigeration available. 

Homemade Wines: Enter under co ntests. Each entrant needs to enter two bottles of wine for each type entered 

into contest. Each entry must be bottled in a clean bottle of at least 750 mil. We prefer no identification markings on 

the bottles. All entrants must be 21 years of age or older. Entries may be disqualified if these entry tips are not 

followed.
