1. The Communication Arts Festival (Class A) will be held

Thursday, during the Fair. Limit of two entries in Class A.

2. Classes B -J, all lots will be judged individual conference, with a
maximum of four exhibits being judged in one sitting.

3. All essays, poems, stories and plays must have a cover page
with the title and publication date. The name of the author is
optional. A brief summary of the piece must be included if it is
longer than two pages. It is recommended that the piece be in a
protected cover or simple binding.

4.  Beginner: First year, very little experience
Intermediate: Second and third year, somewhat experienced
Advanced: Fourth year and beyond, very experienced

5. Exhibitors should consider retaining copies of their work. The
fair is not responsible for lost or damaged projects.

CLASS A. Communication Arts Festival

Regqulations:

1. Demonstration: How to "make" a project or "do" an activity
in any project area. A planned demonstration that takes the
audience through the complete process with an introduction,
body and summary.

Length of presentation
Cloverbud: 1-2 minutes; 3rd-4th grade: 2-5 minutes;
5th-7th grade: 5-10 minutes; 8th grade & over: 10-12 minutes

2. lllustrated Talk: Use of visuals, posters, etc. with a talk. A
planned presentation with an introduction, body and summary
on any subject.

Length of presentation
Cloverbud: 1-2 minutes; 3rd-4th grade: 2-5 minutes;
5th-7th grade: 5-10 minutes; 8th grade & over: 10-12 minutes

3. Interpretive Reading: Any piece or collection of prose or
poetry. Participant may write their own. Material is read with
personal interpretation. Pieces may be combined to meet time
requirements.

Length of presentation
Cloverbud: 1-2 minutes; 5th-7th grade: 3-5 minutes;
8th grade & over: 5-10 minutes

4. Original Speech: Written by the speaker on any topic. Notes
may be used.
Length of presentation
Cloverbud: 1-2 minutes; 5th-7th grade: 3-5 minutes;
8th grade & over: 5-10 minutes

5. Memorized Prose, Poetry, or Story: Any piece of literature from
memory. Participant selects written prose or poetry or writes
their own. Material needs to be presented without notes in an
interpretive fashion.
Length of presentation
Cloverbud: 1-2 minutes; 5th-7th grade: 3-5 minutes;
8th grade & over: 5-10 minutes

6. Extemporaneous Speech: Participant selects a topic "from a
hat" and will have at least 15 minutes to write their speech before
it is presented. Topics will include subjects dealing with 4-H or
current events. Notes may be used for the presentation.
Length of presentation
Cloverbud: 1-2 minutes; 5th-7th grade: 3-5 minutes;
8th grade & over: 5-10 minutes

7. Radio Broadcast: Participant prepares a newscast about a
variety of 4-H events or issues (club, county, state or national).
Evaluations will be based on story quality, transition from story
to story, how close to target length and effective use of voice.
Judge will not be in eye contact with presenter.
Length of presentation
Cloverbud: 1-2 minutes; 5th-7th grade: 4 minutes, 20 seconds;
8th grade & over: 6 minutes 40 seconds

8.  Clowning: Individual or group presentations. Group presentations
entry must be entered in FairEntry by each exhibitor in the group.
Length of presentation
Cloverbud: 1-2 minutes; 3rd-7th grade: 5-10 minutes;
8th grade & over: 10-15 minutes

Maximum poster size: 22"x28"

CLASS C. Public Speakers Handbook

1) A collection of two or more items that document how you
planned your speech. These could include: speech planning
worksheet, list of references, speech outline, note cards, etc.

2) Aposter (22"x28") of stress reduction tips and suggestions for
dealing with speech anxiety.

3) Aaudio and/or visual recording of you practicing your speech,
with a short note describing what you noticed when you listened
to the tape. (Exhibitor's responsibility to bring equipment to play
recording)

CLASS D. Picking up the Pieces

1) Storyboard of drawings that express your thoughts or feelings

(Note: journals and diaries should NOT be entered in the fair.)

4) A handmade "few kind words book."

5) Any other piece of original creative writing (poem, short story,
essay or play).

6) An original book review about your favorite book.

7) An original cover illustration for one of your favorite books.

8) A poster (22"x28") illustrating your top 10 favorite books ever
read.

9) A recording of yourself reading a children's book to a child
and note about who it was intended for. (Exhibitor's
responsibility to bring equipment to play recording)

10) Any other item not listed above

CLASS H. Music

Regqulations:

1. No recordings of any kind will be allowed for entry.

2. Exhibitors may submit copies of their work.

3. Exhibitors need to be prepared to perform.

4. **NEW THIS YEAR** Exhibitors must provide their own

instrument.

3. Typed or printed material should be in 12 point font with 1" or
more margins and line spacing of 1 1/2, except poetry which
should have margins & spacing to fit poem.

4.  Work may need to be hung with staples for display so a small
tab to allow for this may be added by the exhibitor.

5. Exhibitors may submit copies of their work.
