1. The cleanliness and neatness of livestock exhibit.

2. The attractiveness of feed, bedding and equipment storage.

3. The regular disposal of waste.

4.  The cleanliness and neatness of aisles.

5. Safety and courtesy of club members to each other, leaders,
superintendents, judges and spectators.

6. Added consideration will be given to groups with all identification
cards and award stickers posted.

7. No clipping of livestock is allowed in walkways during the Fair.

8. Bedding Rule: Bedding should not be used in excess. Use only

enough to keep the exhibit clean and the animals comfortable.
This will be a primary criteria in evaluating bedding for the Clean
Barn Award.
