The 2025 Fair will feature the
return of the petting zoo, pig races, pony rides, and an expanded AGVenture exhibit, along
with educational school tours that introduce children to the world of agriculture.

The livestock show is free and open to the public, giving families the chance to enjoy the
event, learn about agriculture, and support the students who have worked hard to prepare their
animals for competition.
