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General Information Sheet for Fair Entry Guidelines - Pantry

Department-Specific Rules:

Department 210 - Food Preservation:

e Packaging: Canned products must be packed in clean, clear, standard brand glass jars, sealed
with new clean standard lids and rings.
e Labeling: All jars must be labeled with:
o Product
o Date of Canning
o Method used (water bath, pressure canner, hot or raw pack)
e Canned Fruit: May be sliced or halved (unless otherwise indicated)

Department 220 - Baked Goods:

e Packaging: All entries must be placed on a paper plate orin an aluminum baking dish (for pies,
etc.) and enclosed in a resealable or twist-tie plastic bag.
o Pies: Place in a throwaway tin and plastic bags.

o Cookies: Two inches in diameter, place 4 on paper plate in plastic bag.

o Candy: Six bite-size pieces on paper plate in plastic bag.
e Do not use plastic wrap. Items not following these guidelines may be disqualified.
e Display: Only one slice of your baked goods will be displayed and one slice used for judging.
e Optional Photo: You may include a 4"x6" photo of the full item to be displayed.

e Pickup Option: You may collect the remaining portion of your entry after judging. Any unclaimed
items will be donated to fairgrounds staff and volunteers.

General Information Sheet for Fair Entry Guidelines - Hobby

General Rules for All Departments:

1. Hanging ltems:

o Must have a picture frame wire or loop for hanging; sawtooth hangers are not accepted.
2. Preparation and Display:

o Items must be clean, stable, and secure for display.

o No live entries or items requiring power (plugged-in or battery-operated) are allowed.

o Itemsrequiring a stand or specific display setup must include those components.
