1. When bringing entries in, use Vehicle Gate “A” (The Purveyor Gate) at the south end of the Event-Center Parking Lot (Route 62, South Park
Avenue).

2. When and where possible variety names should be included to help educate the consumer.

3. Exhibitors are allowed only one entry in each class.

4. All articles for exhibition must remain on the grounds according to the rules of each department or forfeit their premium unless excused by the
Fair Manager of the Society.

5. All perishable produce becomes the property of The Fairgrounds and will be donated to the local food pantry at the end of the Fair.

6. Entries not pre-registered will not be accepted. For more information see the Important Entry Information page.

7. Only one (1) entry may be made in a class.

8. NO LABELS ON THE SIDES OF JARS. DO NOT PUT YOUR NAME ANYWHERE ON THE JAR.

9. If food has been artificially colored, it must be stated on a label.

10. Jars must have rust free screw bands in place.
