2.	 Open to all Georgia artists who are 18 years of age 
or older and no longer high school students (those 
students must enter in the Youth Art Competition).  
3.	 Artists may enter up to five works per category 
of their own original and untutored work. Each 
piece must be an original work of art and not a 
replication of another work. Works previously shown 
in this exhibition may not be entered. Works must 
have been completed within the last three years.
4. All entries must have a title. “Untitled” is not an 
acceptable title. Except for typos or misspellings, no 
changes will be made to titles after registration.
5.	 The size limit for all hanging art work is 5’ x 5’, 
including the frame.  Art should not extend more than 
2” from the picture plane. Work must be framed and

ready for hanging with secure hooks and wires. No 
sawtooth hangers. Watercolors, graphics, and dry 
media must be covered with glass or Plexiglas. Works 
on canvas may be unframed, but sides of canvas 
(gallery wrap) must be painted with a continuation of 
the artwork, or a solid color - not white. Canvas must 
be stretched on frame and stapled on back, not on 
sides.
6.	 Sculpture and floor pieces must fit within a 4’ 
x 4’ space, be free standing, and not weigh more 
than 150 pounds, unless previously approved. No 
installations, please. 
7.	 Accepted work which differs from the image 
submitted for jury will be disqualified.
8.	 No accepted entry may be withdrawn prior to the 
close of the exhibition. Early removal will result in 
forfeiture of prizes and disqualification from future 
shows.
9.	 Unlike a traditional art gallery, the Georgia 
National Fair patrons consist largely of families 
with children. Exhibits must be suitable for family 
viewing. The Georgia National Fair reserves the 
right to reject any exhibit offered if it is objectionable. 
This includes, but is not limited to: images of nudity 
or graphic violence, profanity, and depictions of a 
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sexually explicit nature. Decisions of the Georgia 
National Fair will be final.

ENTRY PROCESS 
10.	Registration for Fine Art is online only. Online 
entries will open on July 1. The link to online 
registration can be found at:

11.	All images will be submitted electronically along 
with your entries. One image for each two dimensional 
piece entered and up to two images for each three 
dimensional piece may be submitted. If you have 
multiple entries, be sure to match the image to the 
title displayed when you upload. 
12. Most major credit cards are accepted for 
registration fees. 

ENTRY FEES
13.	Non-refundable entry fees are $10 per work, 
payable to the Georgia National Fair, upon entry 
submission. 

ACCEPTED WORKS
14.	Artists will be notified of accepted work by email 
from contests@gnfa.com.

SALES
16.	Unless specified NFS, it is assumed that all work 
is for sale. Please provide a price with your entry. 
No commission will be attached to sales. Sold works 
other than Purchase Awards will be coordinated 
through the artist and all works must remain on 
exhibition until scheduled pickup after the close of 
the show.

LIABILITY
17.	Every reasonable precaution will be taken during 
the receiving, installation, exhibition, and return of 
work, but the Georgia National Fair, its employees 
and volunteers, will assume no responsibility for 
loss or damage incurred. Artists should carry their 
own insurance. Work should not be so fragile that 
shipment or public display is potentially harmful to 
the work or the viewer.

AWARDS
18.	Merit and Purchase Awards are available in 
addition to cash prizes offered for each category. 
Premium checks will be mailed within 6 weeks of the 
end of the fair.

PURCHASE AWARDS
19.	The Georgia National Fair Fine Arts Purchase 
Awards Program benefits both the patron and the 

artist. Art patrons pledge to buy art from works 
submitted to the Georgia National Fair Fine Arts 
Competition and Exhibition. The amount a patron 
pledges is the minimum they will spend to buy art 
from a single artist. For instance, if a patron pledges 
$500 and desires a work priced at $350, the patron 
will pay the artist the pledged amount of $500. A 
patron may buy more than one piece from the same 
artist for the pledged amount if the works are priced 
within that amount. A patron may increase their 
commitment in order to purchase a favored piece. 
Because no commission is charged and because 
patrons take a risk in making a pledge to buy, we 
ask the artists to submit a reduced price for the 
Fine Art Patron Purchase Awards along with a 
regular price to the general public.
20.	Pre-sold works or commissioned works are 
not eligible for the purchase awards program.
21.	Entry in this competition grants permission 
to the Georgia National Fair to use images for 
promotional purposes in publications and social 
media. It is the artist's responsibility to obtain 
permission from people featured in their artwork.

Amy P. Collins has worked as a full time artist since 1982. She received her 
BFA at the University of Virginia, followed by a Master of Science in Medical 
Illustration from the Medical College of Georgia. Amy began her professional 
career in Birmingham at UAB, where she worked for 10 years, providing illustration 
services for physicians, educators and research professionals. In 1991 she joined 
her husband Sam, also a medical illustrator, as a partner in their company, Art 
and Science. For over 30 years they have provided illustrations for healthcare 

professionals, publishers, advertising agencies, medical product companies, biomedical engineers and 
attorneys.
For the last 15 years Amy has been concentrating on oils, painting subjects from figures to landscapes 
to still lifes. Amy’s paintings encompass a variety of subjects - landscapes, cityscapes, figures, still lifes. 
She believes there is nothing more beneficial to an artist’s growth than spending time painting. Amy 
divides her time between the studio and painting outdoors en plein air. “There are obvious challenges 
to outdoor painting, but there is no substitute for painting from life. It hones your observation skills 
tremendously. My goal is to paint quickly and expressively in order to capture changing color shifts, 
scenarios and expressions that I can share with the viewer.”
Amy has had work juried into the Oil Painters of America Salon Shows and the American Impressionist
Society’s National exhibits. She is a member of the Alabama Plein Air Artists and has participated in 
juried plein air shows in Maryland, Louisiana, Tennessee and Georgia.
Amy teaches weekly classes and workshops in her Birmingham, Alabama studio. She is represented 
by Canary Gallery in Birmingham and the Little Green Store and Gallery in Huntsville.
