1. You must be a student, grades K-8th grade in Grays 
Harbor or Mason Counties. This can be a class project, 
but it doesn’t have to be. Home schooled projects and 
individual entries are encouraged. 
 

2. Your choice of medium (paint, ink, pen, pencil, crayon,  
watercolor, etc). 
 

3. Suitable art quality paper or poster board must be used. 
 

4. Minimum size 8” x 10”. Maximum size 12” x 18”. 
 

5. No limit as to the number of entries per participant. 
 

6. Art work must be the original work of each participant.    
   *  Do not use cartoon characters unless they are your 
      own creations. 
 

7. Do not frame. 
 

8. Must have the words “Grays Harbor County Fair” and/or 
“Red, White and Moo” printed on the artwork. 
 

9.  You must include a mailing address for ribbons, prizes, 

and return of artwork.es and return of artwork.
