3. Challenge fabric is provided. At least 1/3 of the 
challenge fabric must be incorporated into your 
quilt block. You may use other fabrics of your 
choice. You may embellish as you wish, but please 
sew your embellishments on.

4. All appliques with fusible web must be sewn on.
5. Quilt block entries are limited to three (3) quilt 

blocks per exhibitor.
6. Quilt block contest entries may be dropped off at 

the Fair Offi ce, on or before July 24, 2026. If mailed 
to the fair offi ce, your entry must be received by 
the Grays Harbor County Fair Offi ce no later than 
July 24, 2026. Entries may also be dropped off at 
the Home Arts Building on July 25th or 26th.

7. Blocks will be judged by the Fair Sewing & Quilting 
Judge for ribbon placements. There will be daily 
People’s Choice Awards.

8. Drawings will be held for the quilt blocks.  
9. Please remember to pick up your ribbons and 

awards following the fair. If not picked up by 
August 14th, ribbons and awards will be forfeited.
