GENERAL RULES 
(Non-Livestock) 

 
1. All articles must be the handiwork of the 

exhibitor and not been previously 
exhibited at the Josephine County Fair. 

 
2. Online entries must be submitted by the 

date indicated within each Department 
Handbook. Information must be accurate 
and complete, and no paper applications 
will be accepted. See Department Rules 
regarding whether walk-ins are accepted 

during intake days. 
 

3. Entries must be delivered and removed  
during the scheduled times. Any 
exception shall be at the discretion of 
Josephine County Fair staff. 

 
4. Entries will receive a claim check upon 

delivery. Exhibitor (or representative) 
must present claim check or valid 
Oregon ID when picking up entries. 

 

5. Josephine County Fair staff or a judge 
may disqualify or transfer any exhibit 
which is not a true representation of the 
class in which it is entered, or if rules 
are not followed. 

 

6. Judging is closed to the public unless 
otherwise noted. Every reasonable 
effort is made to secure highly qualified 
judges with expertise in their field. 
 
 
 

 
7. Ribbons and/or prizes will be awarded as 

warranted. All judges’ results are final. 
Results cannot be provided over the phone.  

 
8. Josephine County Fair is authorized to 

use any and all photographs, video and or 
digital images related to the entry for 
promotional purposes. 

 
9. Exhibitors shall indemnify Josephine 

County which shall include all authorities, 
boards, bureaus, commissions, divisions, 
departments, districts and offices of 
Josephine County and the individual 
members, employees and agents thereof in 
their official capacities, from and against all 
claims for damage to persons or property 
caused by them or their exhibits. 

 
10. Josephine County Fair will take reasonable 

precautions to ensure safety of exhibits 
while on the fairgrounds, but will not be 
responsible for loss, damage, theft or injury 
of any kind to exhibits or exhibitors. 

 
11. Exhibitors found in violation of rules, or to 

be in practices unethical or adverse to 
Josephine County Fair, shall be penalized 
by forfeiture of awards and/or privileges, 
and removed from the exhibit. 

 
12. Items not picked up within 30 days of 

final return days of each department are 
forfeited by exhibitor.

 
 

 

The Josephine County Fair reserves the final and absolute right to interpret any and all terms, conditions, 

rules and regulations contained in any and all parts of Department Handbooks and to settle and 

determine all matters, questions or differences in regard thereto, or otherwise arising out of, connected 

with or incidental to the Josephine County Fair. Josephine County Fair further reserves the right to 

determine unforeseen matters not covered by General or Department Rules, and to withdraw award 

offerings in all Competitions should any emergency exist and circumstances demand. 



DEPARTMENT RULES 
1. Submission of entry indicates the entrant/exhibitor reads and agrees to abide by the General 

Rules, Department Rules, Division and Class Rules. 

2. The Floral Department accepts entries that are on display for the duration of the Fair. 

3. Take note of specific criteria in Divisions to adhere to judging criteria. Judge’s Decisions are final. 

4. Complete online registration by deadlines. Online registration provides pre-printed entry tags 
on Intake Days, providing a much smoother intake process. 

5. On Intake Day – Please bring online registration receipt/print-outs to expedite your intake 
process. Intake Day Staff are Volunteers – they are not content experts on “Division and Class” 
specifics. Entrant/exhibitor needs to select the proper DIVISION, CLASS and PREPARE items to 
conform to entry item for proper judging. 

6. All flowers must be grown by exhibitor for at least 60 days and conform to classified size and form 
for judging. The Person who arranges the Floral Designs does not need to grow the plant material. 

7. Container plant care will be provided by the Superintendents. 
8. Competition is open to any amateur grower in Southern Oregon. 
9. Exhibitors may enter more than one (1) entry in a class if the entries are different species, 

varieties, or colors as appropriate. Class Superintendents will make the final decision on valid 
entries. 

10. For entries classified by size, dimensions are determined as follows:  
• For leaves, from the tip of the leaf to the stem joint. 
• For flowers, from petal tip to petal tip across the widest part of the flower. 

11. Variety names should be provided when possible and are required in any exhibit to be considered 
for the Best in Show award. 

12. Containers for cut flowers will be supplied by the Fair. If you use your own container, mark the 
upper left corner of your entry tag when you come in with a red "X" & put your name on the 
bottom container. 

13. All exhibits are under the supervision of the Floral Superintendents and may not be moved or 
removed except by the Superintendents.  Exhibits that deteriorate to less than show quality will 
be removed by the Superintendents. 

14. Exhibitors may replace spent flowers between 8am-9am on Fair days. Call your coordinator to 
arrange entry.

FLORAL DESIGN RULES 
1. All general rules and regulations apply. 
2. Arranger need not grow plant material for designs.  All designs must contain some plant material. 
3. No artificial flowers, artificial foliage, artificial fruits, or vegetables are permitted.  
4. National flags, religious symbols, feathers of migratory birds, natural nests and live animals are not permitted.  
5. Fresh flowers in show condition are to be used in all designs unless schedule specifies otherwise. 
6. Fresh plant material may never be treated. Dried materials may be colored or otherwise treated. 
7. Accessories and featured objects are NOT permitted unless specified in the schedule. An accessory is a subordinate 

object in a design while a featured object is a dominant object in a design. 
8. Unless otherwise specified, exhibitors may choose materials and designs. 
9. Dried line material may be used with fresh flowers, unless class specifies “all fresh.” 
10. Backgrounds and or Panels are not allowed unless specified.  
11. Designers are encouraged to condition the plant material well, and to choose materials that will have good longevity 

for the (4) days of the show. 
12. There is no height limitation.  Width limit is 24”. Designs are placed on 30” deep tables covered with white plastic and 

shown against white walls.  
13. HWD means “height, width and depth” for Petite Designs. 
14. Petite Design: Scale will be emphasized. The size of each component should be in proportion to the overall size of the 

design.  
15. After entry closes, designs may NOT be altered, adjusted, or touched by exhibiters until after judging is finished.  The 

Design Superintendent may move designs when required.
