o Register using your First and Last Name and create a
password (write password down).
o Fill in requested information, including email
address. Fill in age only if under 18. Click Continue.

o Select Department: Open Beef

o Select a Division: example - Division 506 -Crossbred

o Select a Class example - Class 506 - 23 - 3 Bulls

o Fill'in all information for class(es) you are entering,

including a brief Description if needed.

3.When all your information is complete, click Add Entry
to Cart and follow instructions to check out. (NOTE: If
you think you may want to modify your entries, you may
save your current session and check out at a later
session. Be sure to Check Out before the closing date
listed for your Department.

4.Fill in “yes” at the statement to agree to all the terms
and conditions of entry as defined in this Handbook.

5.Click Submit (entries are not submitted to the Fair
office until the check-out process is complete.)

6.Please print and bring a copy of your detailed online
entry receipt with your entries when you bring them to

the Fair.

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DEPARTMENT RULES

All General Rules Apply. Your submission indicates you have read and agree to abide by the General
Rules and the Rules of this Competition.

All exhibits must have been produced under the direct management of the Exhibitor and produced from
the apiary of the Exhibitor between September 2025 and August 2026. Entry cannot be “store bought”
honey.

All livestock will be inspected by the Fair Veterinarian before being accepted for exhibit and must comply
with the requirements for health certificates, inoculations, tests and general health. Any animal with any
sign of abscess, swelling or inflammation or any other health concern will be dismissed from the Fair &
must be taken home. Any animal developing such a condition during Fair must be removed immediately
following the Fair Veterinarian’s recommendation.

All animals must be weaned except in Cow & Calf classes.
All animals shown in Group Classes must have been shown in their respective single age classes.
Except where noted, group class animals must all be owned by the same Exhibitor.

All animals must be registered with the applicable breed association. Ownership must be
established in the herd registration. Papers must be presented to and approved by the Barn
Superintendent before the animal is accepted for exhibit. Failure to comply with the rule will
disqualify the animal.

All Other Breeds Division is for registered animals only and must have registration papers from their
respective national association presented and approved by the Barn Superintendent before the
animal is accepted for exhibit. Except for Crossbred Division. Failure to comply with the rule will
disqualify the animal.

Bulls over 1 year must have nose control.

Animals must be clean and in the barn on display from one hour prior to the opening of Fair each
day. Animals may not be left unattended in your area without someone on barn duty. This is to
ensure safety to the public and your animals.

Exhibitors are limited to two (2) premium and/or ribbon awards in any one class.

In this Department, ribbons may be awarded as merited for the following categories:

Best of Show; Best of Class; 1st, 2nd, 3rd for each class

. Steers must be halter broke.
. Weigh-in for Jackpot Show is immediately following Market Class Beef weigh in which starts at 5pm on July

28, unless Jackpot was weighed as a backup animal for an exhibitor

. Steers/Prospect Calves must be in the barn & entered by 6:00 pm Tuesday before Fair.

. Steers/Calves must stay in the barn through 10:00 pm Saturday.

. Exhibitor’s Jackpot Fee covers any Steer they bring, with no particular Steer being entered.

No auction will be held.

Entries are open to both Adults and Youth.

Beef will be stabled in one of the beef barns to be determined by the Beef Superintendents.

Calves entered in the Prospect Jackpot Show must be born in 2025. Calves do not have to be weaned, but no
cows will be allowed in the Show Ring.

All other Open Livestock Rules apply.

Jackpot Payout Schedule:

1 Entry = 100%,

2 Entries = 1%: 60%, 2"%: 40%

3 Entries = 15t: 50%, 2"%: 30%, 3': 20%

4-9 Entries = 1%t 40%, 2": 30%, 3": 20%, 4t": 10%
10+ Entries = 1% 35%, 2"9: 20%, 3™: 15%, 4th- 6t: 10%
