GENERAL RULES 
(Livestock) 

 
1. All livestock will be inspected before being accepted for exhibit 

and must comply with requirements for health certificates, 
inoculations, tests, and general health. Any animal showing 
signs of abscess, swelling, inflammation, or other health 
concerns will be dismissed and must be removed immediately. 
Animals developing such conditions during the Fair must be 
removed based on the Fair Veterinarian’s recommendation. 
 

2. Entries must be made through the Josephine County Fair 
online registration system and will only be accepted with full 
payment at the time of registration. Entry deadlines are listed 
in Department Rules. 

 

3. Animals registrations must be completed in full per species 
requirements. Submitting online entries denotes acceptance 
by the exhibitor of all Josephine County Fair rules. 

 

4. Josephine County Fair reserves the right to limit entries to 
available facilities, restrict the number of entries per exhibitor, 
return entries, and cancel or combine divisions/classes as 
necessary to ensure adequate competition. 

 

5. Josephine County Fair reserves the right to reassign animals to 
alternative categories or departments. Animals may be subject 
to reasonable regulation of time, place, and manner of display. 

 

6. Animals must be clean and in the barn on display one hour 
prior to Fair opening each day. Animals may not be left 
unattended without someone on barn duty to ensure safety of 
both the public and the animals. 

 

7. Josephine County Fair will take reasonable precautions to 
ensure the safety of Animals while on the fairgrounds but will 
not be responsible for loss, damage, theft, or injury of any kind 
to animals or exhibitors. 

 

8. Exhibitors shall indemnify Josephine County—including all 
boards, departments, and agents thereof—against all claims 
for damage to persons or property caused by exhibitors or 
their animals. 

 

9. Exhibitors found in violation of rules or engaging in unethical 
or adverse practices toward Josephine County Fair may forfeit 
awards and/or privileges and may be removed from the 
property. 

 

10. No person shall act as a judge in any division in which they or 
a member of their immediate family is an exhibitor or in charge 
of an exhibit.  

 
 

 

11. No person shall interfere during judging with judges or with 
Josephine County Fair staff. Violators may be excluded 
immediately from the judging area and from competition. 
event gates.  

 

12. Exhibitors may protest adverse actions (including forfeiture of 
awards, or suspension) within 24 hours by filing a written 
protest with specific causes for review. Protests will be 
adjudicated by the Fair Manager or designee. 

 

13. It is understood that entering an animal or contest constitutes 
acceptance of the judge’s decision as final. Every reasonable 
effort will be made to secure qualified, conscientious judges. 

 

14. The judge contracted by the Josephine County Fairgrounds 
may disqualify any animal from auction for any reason deemed 
necessary, including medical conditions or injury. All decisions 
are final. 

 

15. Any vehicle blocking another vehicle, incorrectly parked, or not 
removed from the grounds by the designated times will be 
subject to towing. All vehicles on the fairgrounds must display 
the required vehicle pass. Vehicles are not allowed back on the 
fairgrounds after designated times unless it is a designated 
move-in or move-out day. 

 

16. Personal golf carts and ATVs are not permitted. 
 

17. The Josephine County Fair has a zero-tolerance policy 
regarding outside alcohol being brought onto or consumed 
inside the designated Fair event gates. Alcohol may only be 
purchased and consumed in approved event areas with 
verified identification from an authorized Josephine County 
Fair concessionaire. Any person found with or consuming 
outside alcohol, or without valid identification, will be asked to 
discard it immediately. Repeated offenses or public safety 
issues related to alcohol may result in suspension from the 
Josephine County Fair. Any minor in possession of alcohol, or 
any person providing alcohol to a minor, will be referred to law 
enforcement and excluded from the Fair. 

 

18. The Josephine County Fair has a zero-tolerance policy 
regarding the possession, use, or consumption of marijuana or 
marijuana products on any Josephine County Fairgrounds 
property, including parking lots and campgrounds. Any minor 
found in possession of marijuana, or any person providing 
marijuana to a minor, will be referred to law enforcement and 
excluded from the Fair. 

 

19. Josephine County Fair is authorized to use any and all 
photographs, video, and/or digital images related to exhibits 
for promotional purposes. 

 
 

 

The Josephine County Fair reserves the final and absolute right to interpret any and all terms, conditions, rules and 
regulations contained in any and all parts of Department Guide and to settle and determine all matters, questions or 
differences in regard thereto, or otherwise arising out of, connected with or incidental to the Josephine County Fair. 

Josephine County Fair further reserves the right to determine unforeseen matters not covered by General or Department 
Rules, and to withdraw award offerings in all Competitions should any emergency exist and circumstances demand. 
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
