I.  A filled out and signed copy of application (page 2 of application)

II.  An essay (750 words or more) which addresses ALL of the following

1.  Honors, awards, civic and extra-curricular activities segregated by academic year

2.  Educational achievements segregated by academic year

3.  Short-term and long-term career goals

4.  Reasons you deserve this scholarship

5.  Statement of financial need

6.  Special considerations relevant to the evaluation committee's decision

7. All essays will be run through an AI check with applications denied if utilized.

III.  A sealed, certified high school transcript or home school equivalent

IV.  Two (2) current letters of recommendation.  It is preferred, but not mandatory, that

one of the letters be written by a current teacher.

V.  AN ACTUAL SENIOR PHOTO (not photocopied version), which becomes the 

property of the board and may be used in scholarship announcements

If any of the I-V components are missing, your application will not be considered.
