
2026 LCF BREEDING GOAT RULES 

1) Rules listed in the General Rules section will apply to the Breeding Goat Show in addition to 

following rules: 

2) ALL goats MUST have a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (health certificate) to be eligible to show. 

This health certificate must have been written within 30 days of exhibition. Paper copies are 

preferred. If electronic copy is submitted, exhibitor must also send electronic copy to 

LCFGoat@outlook.com for hard copy. No goat will be unloaded until heath certificate is viewed and 

goat is cleared free of clinical signs of infectious or contagious disease.  

3) Breeding Goat Show will be an open show.  

4) Goats must be owned by individuals or by immediate family farm by July 1st, 2026. Exhibitors must 

provide proof of ownership at check-in.  

5) Entry fee of 5$ / head will be collected at check-in. Entry fees will go toward prizes and class 

premiums with payout as follows: 1st: $10, 2nd: $8, 3rd: $6, 4th: $4, 5th: $2  

6) All goats must be properly restrained (collar or halter) when not in designated pens. 

7) Breeding classes will be based off age with classes created after check-in. Classes will be based off 

turnout with possible classes as follows:  

Breeding Doe 0-6 month                                                                            Breeding Buck 0-6 month

8) Breeding goats without papers are subject to be moved into appropriate class upon Goat Chairman 

discretion.  

9) Violation of any rule, cheating, and/or misconduct may result in disqualification from the current
