The funds
will be assigned to and administered by the applicant’s college or university. Should
chosen applicant drop out of school for any reason any unused portion of scholarship
will be returned to the Manatee River Fair Association.

Each applicant must have demonstrated participation in his/her school and
community activities.

Each applicant must exhibit during the application process a desire to achieve the
goals of which he/she is capable. Attach a typed narrative of up to 200 words which
describes your educational plans and future goals.

Financial need will not be considered in the selection process.

The distribution of scholarship funds must be within one year of scholarship being
awarded.

Applications must be postmarked, or hand delivered by 5 PM on December 3, 2021 to

the Manatee River Fair Association office.
