Each applicant must hold a 2.5 or greater high school grade point average (based on a 4.0 system).
Official high school transcripts should be attached to application.

Each applicant must agree to apply the scholarship funds for tuition or fees at a two or four year
college and carry at least 12 credit hours per semester. The funds will be assigned to and
administered by the applicant’s college or university. Should the chosen applicant drop out of
school for any reason any unused portion of scholarship will be returned to the Manatee River Fair
Association and placed back into the Susan Keen Memorial Scholarship Fund.

Each applicant must have a good citizenship record and have demonstrated participation in his/her
school and community activities.

. Each applicant must demonstrate the ability to achieve his/her desired goals during the application

process. A typed narrative of up to 200 words which describes your educational plans and future
goals should be attached to the application.

Financial need will not be considered in the selection process.
The distribution of scholarship funds must be within one year of scholarship being awarded.
