How to Enter Rules 
The entry must be pieced/appliqued by YOU (not 
someone else) and can be hand quilted, machine 
quilted or tied.  You may have the project       
machine quilted by a professional.  It must be a 
new project...Completed since the last Fair in  
January 2026. 

Your quilting project must be themed around 
food that is grown, raised or harvested in Mana-
tee County.  Or, do you have a fond memory of 
being with friends or family and enjoying the 
foods and flavors of Manatee County? Your use 
of color and design should match the theme.  
You may choose to use an original design, a kit, 
or a pattern. Judging is done by qualified individ-
uals who never know who made the quilt or if 
they had previously  entered this challenge. 

There will be two categories: 

1. 48”x 48” or larger, (2,304 square inches)  

2. Smaller than 48”x48” A project such as a 
table topper, placemat, wall hanging, pillow, 
crib size quilt, tote bag or an item of clothing.                                                                     

You may enter one item  in each category.  This is 
a separate competition from the usual Arts & 
Crafts Competition and will not be judged on the 
Danish System.  There will be a 1st, 2nd, and 3rd 
place in each category. There are cash prizes.  
Judging will be based on skill, appearance, and 
originality. 

According to  UF/IFAS and the State of Florida 
Dept. of Agriculture, the following foods are be-
ing currently grown, raised or harvested in Mana-
tee County:
