We realize that
this puts those qualifying for the short go of the NJHSRA finals in a bit of a time crunch. The board has worked
diligently for a work around for all those qualifying and competing in the short go. We will receive a list of the
NJHSRA short go qualifiers and those contestants will be excused from the mandatory meeting on June 29,

Your check in meeting will be at 7:00 am on June 30 prior to the first performance beginning.  Although we will
not extend or change the draw in anyway we will allow for a late check in to allow for some travel time. We
realize it is a seven-hour drive but should be doable and allow for the contestants to compete in both. Once you
are aware that you have in fact qualified for the NJHSRA Finals and will be attending you will need to reach out to
the National Office by phone 719-389-0333 and speak with someone to confirm you will be attending. At that
time, we will keep you on a list so that we in fact know that you are there and can match that with the short go
qualifiers for the extension. There will be no other exceptions to the extension on check in unless we can verify
that it is a sibling in the same household that will be in the same truck. Please don’t ask for extensions on check
ins for other events or situations because they will not be accepted.
