AVAILABLE. Superintendent has the right to accept or refuse any entry. (Judged by quality, not quantity)

e Matches must be removed from match collections.

e Online entries still require the item to be brought in on the day and time of this department. Online
entries do NOT guarantee a space if the department is full.

e Special policing of the Hobby Department will begin first day of the Fair. The Fair Association will not be
responsible for loss or damage to articles left on display.

e After Sunday release time security is no longer available and entries may be moved.

* No entries will be released early; doing so will result in a forfeit of premium and a one-year suspension
from entering in the hobbies department.

e Entry’s class number may be changed by superintendent.

e Superintendent will close the department when space is full.
