Rules
1. Weigh-off competition is open to anyone.
2. Pumpkin entries must arrive loaded on a skid/pallets.
3. Minimum weight: Pumpkin-200lbs & Watermelon-50 Ibs.
4. Employees/staft/or volunteers of the Nashville Fair shall not be responsible for any accidents, losses
or breakage of any grower’s specimen (s).
5. All exhibitors agree that the use of his/her name and or photograph may be used for promotional
purposes without further compensation.
6. All exhibits not claimed will become the property of The Nashville Fair.
7. No Late Entries. Must enter before online cutoff date.

Weigh—Off Rules
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Specimens must have been grown and cared for by the exhibitor.

Exhibitor (Grower) must be present the day of weigh-off

Individuals may have one entry per class. A family may have a total of two entries per class.
Pumpkin Color: All fruit, not solid green or gray, will be judged as a pumpkin.

Watermelon requirements - any variety or shape.

Specimens must be sound, healthy and undamaged. Entries must be free of rot, holes/cracks through
to the cavity, chemical residue and serious soft spots. Entries that are deemed unsound at the weigh-
off by the Chairman or his designated officials may not be accepted as entries in the Fair.

No foreign material is permitted to be included in the weighing. Vines must be trimmed to one inch
from the stem of the fruit. The judges reserve the right to fully inspect each specimen before the
weigh-off begins and before the weight is announced and becomes official.

In the event of a tie, the prize money for those placing will be combined and split equally.

The decisions of the judges are final.
