2. All reasonable caution in the handling and safeguarding of all exhibits will be exercised, but the
festival staff cannot assume responsibility for any loss/damage incurred.

3. Entries must be placed between 5:00 and 7:00 PM on Thursday, October 23™. Please go to the
Premium Exhibits area located at the Summerford Building #3. If you are unable to bring your
entry at the designated time, please contact Angie Pynes.

4. Grand Prizes and Rosettes will be given to the Grand Prize Winner in Classes 1-11 & 12-13.

5. ASilver Tray will be given to the Overall Grand Prize Winner of Classes 1-11 and a Silver Tray will
be awarded to the Grand Prize Winner in Classes 12-13. All winners will be posted on social
media.

6. No items will be released without the exhibitor’s tag stub. Exhibits must remain on display thru
the duration of the festival. Entries may be picked up on Monday, November 10" between the
hours of 5:00 PM and 7:00 PM. Any exhibit not picked up before 6:00 PM on Monday,
November 10%" will become the property of the National Peanut Festival.

7. Premium checks will be available when you pick up your entry Monday, November 10", Any
checks not picked up will be mailed from the NPF office to the name and address given on the
entry form. Please be sure to include all the information requested on the entry form, and make
sure it is legible. Premium checks are issued based upon judges scoring sheets, not ribbon
placement.

8. All jars must be sealed with the rings and only standard jars and lids will be accepted, except on
Class 9 (Pepper Sauces).

9. Please, no decorated jars. Jars with decorations or anyone’s name listed on the jar will be
omitted from judging.

10. Prizes will be awarded strictly on quality and appearance of the products except for Classes 4, 5,
12 & 13, which will be tasted.

11. Judges are not required to award prizes in every category. Judges decisions are final.
