General Rules 

Premiums will not be paid except as 

noted in guidelines. Classes are 

subject to change. 

 
 1. All entries and awards in this department 

shall be subject to the general rules and 

guidelines.  Pay attention to size and 

number restrictions; entries not meeting 

guideline criteria will not be judged. 

2. Entries in this department must be products 

of the State of New Mexico and must have 

been grown or raised by the exhibitor in 

2026 and may be required to sign an 

affidavit of compliance with this rule. 

3. Not more than one sample of any variety of 

farm products grown on the same farm may 

be entered, (Junior Exhibitors are exempt 

provided their entries are in the Junior 

Division). 

4. The outer surface or skin of agriculture or 

garden products entered must be natural. 

Coatings or artificial repairs are not allowed.  

5. Advertising or selling products are 

prohibited. Raffles of any sort are not 

allowed. 

6. Address labels for exhibit tags must 

accompany entries. Address labels help to 

speed up taking entries and alleviates 

mistakes in spelling of names and 

addresses.  Exhibitors are to bring produce 

and unload directly behind the Agriculture 

Building. 

7. Judges shall, without bias, consider merit 

only in selecting awards and when passing 

on best collection and shall consider quality 

of distinct variety first and number variety 

second. 



 

 

  

8. When there is no competition or when an 

exhibit is not worthy of first prize, the judge 

shall place it in the class to which it belongs, 

as judged by the standard of the article.  The 

judge shall decide what is standard.   

 9. Precautions are taken for the safety of all 

entries, but in no case, will the New Mexico 

State Fair, the state of New Mexico, 

employees, contractors or volunteers be 

held liable for the loss or damages to any 

entry while in the Fair’s possession. 

Participants  

are encouraged to carry their own insurance.  

10. Participant recognizes that marketing of the 

Fair and its grounds requires use of 

photography and video.  Participant hereby 

expressly grants to the Fair the irrevocable, 

assignable right and license to take, use and 

publish participant images and work without 

the need for any other approval. Images and 

work will not be used for profit.  

11.  Participants are responsible for picking up 

their own entries or provide written 

authorization for pick-up by another 

individual.  

12.  Entries must be picked up Monday, 

September 21, 2026, from 9:00am – 5:00pm.  

Any entries or items remaining on the 

Fairgrounds after this date will be considered 

abandoned and shall become the property of 

the NM State Fair to be disposed of at its 

discretion.
