Art accepted at the Superintendent’s discretion.

e Limit one entries per class per exhibitor.

e  Entry is free if pre-entered online or by form in the Fair office by
12 PM, August 7. Exhibits registered during entry are subject to a
$1 fee per entry. (Except Professional entries)

. 17 & Under enter youth divisions 1690, 1691, and 1692. Youth
should exhibit in the appropriate divisions.

e  Entries must be original in concept and execution, the work of the
exhibitor, completed within the last two years, and not entered in
previous North Idaho Fairs.

. Maximum sizes: Due to space limitations, oversized works will not
be accepted.

o  ADULT MAX SIZE: 24” X 24”
o  YOUTH MAX SIZE: 11” X 14”

. PAPER & CANVAS FOAM or POSTER BOARD accepted.

e  STRETCH CANVAS is acceptable without framing IF the edges are
painted.

e  Sturdy frames are a must!

e All entries must have SCREW EYES & WIRE for hanging already
installed. No tape, strings, rope of any kind.

*We are NOT responsible for damage due to improper hanging

installation.

e  Prints may not be photo-mechanically reproduced.

e  Entry tag must indicate type of medium used.

e  Each entry must be titled for judging.

e Judging will be by qualified judges of the fine arts. The option is
reserved to withhold ribbons and awards in a class where there is
no deserving entry.

e  Exceptionally fragile work cannot be accepted.

e Artwork must be family friendly.

e Nodigital art in any division.
