General Rules and Regulations 
1. The Palouse Empire Fair Association implements a 

non-discrimination policy in all of its programs and 
competitive activities, and has endeavored to make 
this Fair representative of the agricultural interests of 
Whitman County.  

2. The Palouse Empire Fair does not charge a fee for 
entering exhibits, entering animals, or stall fees; 
however, anyone who resides on the grounds during 
the Fair (R.V. Park, Highway 26 Fence line, Hugh 
Huntley, North Bridge, and spaces adjacent to 
commercial exhibits) will pay a set fee for camping. 

3. The Palouse Empire Fair maintains a policy that 
exhibitors and fairgoers are required to purchase a 
daily ticket or four day pass for admittance, except for 
youth not yet entering Kindergarten. 

4. Absolutely no moving vehicles within the Fair gates 
between the hours of 8:00 a.m. - 9:00 p.m. (Exception 

for the Flower Show entries, Thursday until 11:00 
a.m.).  Service vehicles will be allowed to move on the 
grounds before 8:00 a.m. and after 9:00 p.m.  

5. Additional Rules and Regulations exist pertaining to 
specific exhibits, sales of animals, and barn 
participation.  It is the Exhibitor’s responsibility comply 
with rules. 

6. Exhibits, Special Displays, and/or Barn Decorations 
cannot be dismantled until 4:01 p.m. Sunday of the 
Fair. 

7. Animal Entry Forms are due to the Palouse Empire Fair 
Office before August 1st.  

8. The number of entries made by an exhibitor in any 
class is specified in the rules governing each Division.  
Entries are not confined to Whitman County, but 
acceptance, especially Animal entries, because of 
limited space, should be determined by the respective 
Superintendent. 

9. All persons who exhibit at the Fair must complete an 
Exhibitor Registration Card.  This assigns the Exhibitor 
a Registration number.  This number is used on all 
exhibits entered.  It is the responsibility of the 
Exhibitor to notify the Fair Office of changes in 
information. Card available in Fair Office. 

10. Fair insurance does not cover items exhibited.  
Exhibitors should self-insure exhibits of value through 
their homeowner’s or personal insurance policy. An 
Exhibit Tag or Animal Entry Form must be completed 
for each exhibit entered in the Fair. 

11. Exhibitors are to use the information in the Exhibitor 
Guide to fill out the Exhibit Tags and Animal Entry 
Forms.  

12. Exhibitors will give the necessary and personal 
attention to whatever they may enter, and at the close 
of the Fair take charge of the same.  The officers of the 
Fair will use every precaution in their power, but will 
not be responsible for lost or damaged exhibits. 

13. Exhibitors will be judged on their own merit, regardless 
of the number of entries in the Class.  

14. Placing in all Classes will be credited with the number 
of points indicated in specific Departments or Divisions. 

15. 4-H and FFA members entering livestock exhibits in the 
4-H and FFA Departments cannot enter them in the 
Open Departments.  No individual may show the same 
Class of livestock in both 4-H and FFA division. 

16. Premium Checks - Checks are mailed upon completion 
of data entry. Premium checks from the Fair must be 
cashed within 90 days of issuance or they shall be 
forfeited and the Fair is authorized to void them. Once 
exhibitor receives their Premium Check, the Fair 
assumes NO responsibility for lost/damaged checks.

17. Animals Restricted: In the interest of safety for Palouse 

Empire Fair patrons, exhibitors, and Fair animals, ONLY 
registered animal exhibits and Service Animals are 
allowed within the main grounds and buildings during  
 
Fair.  Crowd conditions and bio-security issues at hand 
are of paramount importance in the Fair Board’s 
pursuit to provide a safe environment for the activities 
they offer in the Fair program. For guests camping at 
the Fairgrounds, during Fair week, pets must remain at 
campsites on leash or inside camping vehicle.  If 
problems arise, owners will be asked to remove pets 
from grounds.  Livestock exhibits must stay in barns.    

18. Bicycles, skateboards, etc. will not be allowed on the 
main grounds during the Fair. 

19. CONFLICT RESOLUTION POLICY:  The Palouse Empire 
Fair Board has formally adopted a conflict resolution 
policy. Copies of the policy are available from the Fair 
Office. This process comes into play in the event any 
rule or regulation is enforced and an individual wishes 
to appeal any facet of that enforcement.

4-H is the youth development program 
of Washington State University 
Extension and helps young people and 
adults put knowledge to work in all of 
Washington’s counties, cities and 
communities. 4-H teaches life skills that 
lead young people to become self-

directing, positive, contributing members of society.  
These life skills include positive self-esteem, effective 
communication, a sense of responsibility to oneself 
and one’s community, sound decision making, and a 
strong sense of belonging.  These skills give young 
people the tools necessary for successful adulthood.  
4-H is an educational program for youth 5 to less than 
19 years of age.  It is conducted through volunteer 4-
H leaders who are supported by WSU Extension 
Educators who help lead 4-H projects and activities.  
 

The FFA Department is a national 
organization of teen boys and girls 
enrolled in Agricultural Education 
classes. The local unit is the Chapter in 
each school offering vocational 

education, under the supervision of the agriculture 
teacher who is always the local chapter advisor. The 
state unit includes all chapters in the state, under the 
supervision of the State Department of Education. 
The program includes the improvement of agriculture 
leading ultimately to the ownership of the farms and 
the development of good rural citizenship. 
Participation in fairs and livestock shows is recognized 
as having educational value as well as stimulation for 
better results and fine projects, under supervision of 
the qualified Chapter Advisor and with the 
cooperation of the Fair’s management. 

 
Rules and Regulations 

1. The Palouse Empire Fair follows policies set forth 
in the 4-H/FFA Memorandum of Understanding, 
dated:  10/2018.   

2. General rules and regulations will apply to all 
entries in the 4-H and FFA sections. 

3. The Washington State 4-H Youth Development 
Program Policy, EM 0758E, will apply to all entries 
in the 4-H section, as a minimum requirement. 

4. 4-H age is recorded as the age as of October 1st of 
the current 4-H year.  The 4-H year runs October 1st 
through September 30th.  Palouse Empire Fair is 
near the end of the 4-H year.  
 Cloverbud 5-7 years 
 Junior 8-10 years 
 Intermediate 11 – 13 years 
 Senior 14 - < 19 years 

5. Cloverbud 4-H members are encouraged to exhibit 
at the Fair in the appropriate departments, 
divisions or classes; however, they are not to be 
judged on a competitive basis.  Cloverbuds are not 
eligible to enroll in a large animal project.  
Participation ribbons and/or other awards will be 
given to Cloverbud members.  For more Cloverbud 
participation guidelines refer to 4-H Policy & 
Procedure Handbook (contact WSU Extension). 

6. 4-H exhibitors shall be enrolled in all 4-H projects 
by June 1st of the current year. 

7. Livestock that is shown in 4-H and FFA classes 
cannot be shown in Open class.  

8. No exhibitor shall make more than two entries in 
any class. (See Stock Sale Rules and Regulations 
Section for Special Rules.) 

9. All animals to be shown must be registered at the 
Fair Office before August 1st. 4-H and FFA members 
shall have their 4-H leader/ FFA advisor sign their 
entry forms, except for Beef, Goat, Sheep, and 
Swine online entries. 

10. Youth entering livestock such as beef, horses, goats, 
swine or sheep shall be able to handle and control 
said animal to insure safety of exhibitors, 
volunteers and the general public. 

11. All animals entered shall meet the animal health 
requirements as outlined in this book. 

12. 4-H members shall exhibit only those articles made 
or animals cared for during the current 4-H year 
(October 1st-September 30th). 

13. The FFA calendar year for Supervised Agricultural 
Experiences (SAE) is August 1st-July 31st. 

14. 4-H members shall exhibit or compete only in 
projects in which they are enrolled. Exhibits shall be 
different enterprise than FFA, FCCLA or school 
projects. 

15. Animals from same farm can and will be put 
together due to limited number of pens. 

16. All 4-H/FFA exhibitors showing animal projects shall 
enter a Fitting and Showing class with their animal 
in each division entered. Show scheduling problems 
shall be resolved with Superintendents approval. 
Participation in other classes is optional. 
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17. The Palouse Empire Fair does not charge a stall fee; 
the Fair will furnish bedding. Each exhibitor is 
encouraged not to waste the bedding material. 

18. Exhibitors shall furnish their own feed (including 
hay), feed boxes, and water containers. 

19. Judges will award exhibitors premium points to 
which they are entitled, regardless of competition, 
using the Danish system. 

20. All premium money will be prorated to all those who 
take part according to the number of points each 
contestant earns. 

21. Ribbons will be given to each placing where the 
judge believes a ribbon is deserving. Only blue 
ribbon animals will compete for Grand Champion 
and Reserve Grand Champion. No additional 
Premium points are awarded for winning animal 
Class, Grand Champion and Reserved Grant 
Champion. 

22. Additional regulations applying to specific sections 
will be found under that section. 

23. Each livestock exhibitor is to give daily care to 
his/her animals and to clean pens and stalls before 8 
a.m. daily including Sunday. Washing of sheep will 
be at the discretion of the Superintendent. 

24. RESPONSIBILITY OF OWNER: Exhibitors shall show 
their own animal. Only legitimate reasons for 
absentee showing will be accepted. The exhibitor 
must request permission from the barn 
superintendent if he/she cannot be present to show 
or sell his/her animal. 

25. Exhibitor is responsible to see that his/her animal is 
not overlooked in any phase of the show. All animals 
shall be properly fitted and exhibited by the owner 
to be eligible for the sale & premium money. Stalls, 
pens and animals are to be kept clean at all times, 
including after the sale and through Sunday at 4 p.m. 

26. The use of illegal drugs and/or the improper use of 
animal health products or foreign substances shall 
not be tolerated in the Washington State 4-H Youth 
Development Program. Extension personnel, 4-H 
volunteers, families, youth, and fair/show officials 
have a legal and moral obligation not to misuse 
these products. We have the responsibility to tell 
others not to use these substances, and to report 
those who do use any illegal substance. 

27. The administration of any drug or medication, which 
could affect an animal’s performance resulting in an 
unfair advantage or the disposition of the animal, is 
unacceptable. Additionally, there are federal 
penalties for using illegal substances in animals that 
are going into the nation’s food supply. 

28. General Rules for Fitting and Showing 
1)  Any 4-H or FFA member may enter this contest 

with his or her own animal. 
2) Classifications:   4-H (Ages are of the previous 

October 1st) Cloverbuds, Juniors, Intermediate, 
and Senior.  FFA (Grades are of the current school 
year) 

3) The contestant shall do all work in connection 
with Fitting and Showing. 

4) The 4-H and FFA Fitting and Showing contestants 
will be divided into separate 4-H and FFA classes 
if there are sufficient entries, at the discretion of 
the superintendent. 

5) Showing will be by specie of livestock (beef, 
swine, lamb, and goats). Entries need not be 
entered in another class. 

6) 4-H and FFA members entering livestock exhibits 
in the 4-H and FFA Departments cannot enter 
them in the Open Department.  No individual 
may show the same class of livestock in both 4-H 
and FFA Division Beef, Sheep, Swine, and Goat 

7) Awards will be on the basis of: Presentation for 
showing, Showing of animal, Appearance of the 
exhibitor 

8) An over-all Grand Champion and Reserve Grand 
Champion will be determined from 4-H Junior, 
Intermediate and Senior classes combined. An 
over-all Grand Champion and Reserve Grand 
Champion will be determined from the FFA 
novice and advanced classes combined.  Grand 
Champion winners are eligible to compete in the 
Ernie Dippel Round Robin contest.

A listing of Champion participants shall be submitted 
to the Fair Office by division superintendents no later 
than Saturday evening.

The Palouse Empire Junior Market Stock Sale is 

sponsored by the Palouse Empire Jr. Market Stock 
Sale Association in conjunction with the Palouse 

Empire Fair. A deduction will be made from the sale 
price on all animals sold through the sale ring to cover 

expenses incurred by the PEJMSSA. 
 

General Rules and Regulations 
Eligibility: This sale is open only to 4-H and FFA 

members in good standing who have completed the 
Whitman County Quality Assurance Program or The 

Youth for the Quality Care of Animals Program (YQCA), 
as certified by a registered Whitman County Quality 

Assurance Instructor, and who submit a record of 
health at weigh-in time. 

 
Sale Limitations 

1. Only one animal per exhibitor will go through the 
sale.  Second animal can either be turned to packer 
or taken home by exhibitor. Goat, Lambs, Swine, and 
Beef going home must be identified at weigh in. 
Goat, Lambs, and Swine will be tagged by color as 
follows: 
Yellow Tags: Sale Animals 
Red Tags: Turn Animals 
Green Tags: Take Home 

2. The Grand Champions and Reserve Grand 
Champions of each species shall be sold through the 
sale ring regardless of destination. In the event of an 
exhibitor showing two animals regardless of species, 
and both placing either Grand Champion or Reserve 
Grand Champion, the exhibitor will declare which 
animal will be sold with proceeds going to the 
exhibitor and which animal will be sold under the 
following options: 
 The Exhibitor will receive turn price for the 

declared second animal and donate the 
proceeds above the turn price to the livestock 
barn of their choice. Those dollars to be held 
and dispersed by the Junior Market Stock Sale 
Committee.  

 If the Exhibitor opts out of donating the second 
animal, then that animal will be removed from 
the sale and not replaced. 

3. FFA Grand Champions will sell first on even-
numbered years; 4-H Grand Champions will sell 
first on odd-numbered years. 

4. The Reserve Grand Champion will be numbers 3 
and 4 in the sale order. The sale order for classes 
of livestock will be decided upon by the 
Committee on a yearly basis. 
2022 Sale Order:  Goat, Sheep, Swine, Beef 

5. Length of Ownership: Exhibitor shall have owned 
and had in their possession and care for no less 
than 60 days prior to the Wednesday weigh-in of 
Fair week  Beef:   120 days Goat:  60 days 
  Lamb:    60 days Swine:  60 days 

6. Weight Limits: 
Beef:  Minimum weight for steers is 1000 lbs.  
            No maximum weight.  
            Any steer dropped after January 1st of  
            previous year, will be eligible. 
Goat:  Must be less than one year and 
            Minimum weight of 60 lbs. 

    Maximum weight of 120 lbs.  
Lamb:  Minimum weight is 100 lbs. 
             Maximum weight is 160 lbs.   
             Lambs shall not show yearling teeth. 
Swine: Minimum weight for is 240 lbs. 
             Maximum weight is 300 lbs. 
 
THERE WILL BE NO RE-WEIGHING OF ANIMALS 
(during weigh-in at the Fair).  Animals not making 
weight class, with the exception of swine, which 
must meet minimum weight at weigh-in time, may 
be shown in Fitting and Showing if no other animal 
is available. 

7. Attention Exhibitors: The use of antibiotics and 
other drugs with any meat animal must correlate 
with the labeled withdrawal period before the 
weigh-in day.  Tranquilizers are prohibited (in 
market animals).  Samples may be collected from 
animals for testing purposes.  Any animal or 
carcass that shows evidence of having an injection 
will be retained by orders of the State or Federal 
meat inspector. If any detectable amounts of 
antibiotics or other drugs are found, the entire 
carcass will be condemned and the exhibitor will 
not receive payment for the animal. This would 
also apply to carcasses condemned because of 
disease. 

8. To participate in the Palouse Empire Fair Junior 
Market Stock Sale or turn an animal to the packer: 
The Exhibitor must complete the Whitman County 
Quality Assurance Program or YQCA Program prior 
to August 1st, and give their completed Producer 
Affidavit & Market Animal Health Record to the 
Superintendent at time of Fair weigh-in. Animals  
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will not be weighed until the completed Health 
Record is produced. Health records are available in 
the WSU/Whitman County Extension Office or 
accessed from the website 
http://extension.wsu.edu/Whitman/youth/ 

Failure to comply with the Whitman County Quality 
Assurance Program or YQCA will prohibit the youth 
exhibitor from participating in the Palouse Empire 
Fair Junior Market Stock Sale or turning an animal to 
the packer.  

9. Animals must receive blue or red ribbons to go 
through the sale. No white ribbon animals will be 
allowed to sell. They will remain the responsibility of 
the owner. 

10. No animal that has been exhibited and sold through 
another Junior Market Stock Sale is eligible to show 
and sell at the Palouse Empire Fair Junior Market 
Stock Sale. 

11. Floor Price on turn steers will be exact amount paid 
by the packer based on quality yield grade of 
individual animal. Any docks on carcass price by 
packer will be passed on to seller. 
 
 

Livestock Health Regulations 
 
 

Fair Veterinarian:  Dr. Randy McGraw 
The official Fair Veterinarian will give a clinical 

inspection of all livestock and poultry at the time the 
Exhibits are presented for entry at the Fair.  There will 

be no charge to the Exhibitor for this inspection. 
 

State Department of Agriculture’s 
Minimum Animal Health Requirements for County, 

District and State Fairs 
1. Each fair must have an official Fair Veterinarian 

in attendance.  
2. Individual health certificates on Washington 

animals are not required for entry.  The Fair 
Veterinarian shall issue a blanket health 
certificate covering all in-state entries to the 
fair.   

3. No animal from quarantined area or premise 
will be permitted to enter the fair or show.   

4. All out-of-state animal entries must comply with 
State of Washington regulations or receive an 
exemption from the State Veterinarian for 
exhibition at the fair only. 

5. All out-of-state horses must have a negative 
Coggins test (EIA) within six (6) months except 
for horses from Oregon. 

6. Fair veterinarians will inspect all classes of 
livestock and poultry (including horses, pet 
animals, rabbits, fur-bearing animals, pigeons, 
ducks, geese, and turkeys) before they are 
exhibited, to determine that the livestock and 
poultry show no clinical indications of 
contagious, infectious disease and ectoparasite. 

7. Fair veterinarians must reject any animal with 
infectious or contagious diseases or 
ectoparasite.  Exhibitors should be aware that 
ringworm, warts, pinkeye, strangles, contagious 
ecthyma, scabies, lice, mites, ticks and fleas fall 
into these categories. 

8. Those animals exhibiting disease symptoms 
during the course of the fair shall also be 
rejected by the Fair Veterinarian and removed 
from the exhibit area. 

9. It is strongly recommended, but not required, 
that cattle be vaccinated in the current show 
year against the respiratory diseases.

11. All exhibitors residing out of the state of 
Washington must have a Health certificate for 
each animal, and must comply with Washington 
State and Interstate Health Regulations that are 
in effect at the time of the Palouse Empire Fair. 

12. Intact male animals are not eligible to be shown 
in Market and Fitting and Showing classes. If one 
is entered that animal will be rejected from the 
fair. Intact male animals in breeding classes 
must follow the rules for that department.  See 
Sheep department for exception to this policy.

If 
you are having someone bid for you, ask the sale floor price and the approximate weight of the animal 
you are interested in. Since the cost of production is often close to or about the floor price, this personal 
contribution is a wonderful way of rewarding the hundreds of hours of work and preparation these 
young livestock producers have invested in their projects.
