The commitment to being a Princess is also great, but the relationships built 
in the Pendleton Community and throughout the Northwest become life-long. You will go places, 
see things, and experience the life of royalty. The cost to you will be long hours, early mornings, 
late evenings, and most weekends during your term as a Princess, representing the show and the 
hundreds of volunteers that make Happy Canyon a success.  
 
It will take more than just you to fulfill the position of Happy Canyon Princess. The commitment of 
your family and support network are just as crucial.
