2. No protest or appeal based upon the statement that the 
judge or judges are incompetent or have overlooked an 
animal or article will be considered by Fair Management or 
the board of directors. 

3. Protests must state plainly the cause of complaint or 
appeal, with specific charges and recital of facts relied 
upon by the rule violated, naming witnesses and their 
addresses by whose proof is to be made.  

4. All questions in dispute or differences not covered by these 
rules shall be referred to the Governing Board of Directors 
whose decision shall be final.
