Art/Decorative Painting Department. 
 No Entry Limits. 

 Each article entered must be the entire workmanship of the entrant and 
have been finished since June 2025. 

 All entries must have a finish on all sides, except fabric. 

 Definitions: for the purpose of choosing the right class for entry, please 
use the following definitions as a guide. 

Novice - beginners, students or hobbyists who have painted 1 to 5 years. 
Intermediate - students or hobbyists who have painted 6 to 10 years. 
Advanced #1- students or hobbyists who are knowledgeable in the Art and 
have painted for 11 to 15 years. 
Advanced #2/Professional - A person who have been doing Art for 16 or 
more years OR Teachers/someone working at this as a livelihood rather than 
a hobby.   
Folk Art - Painting done on any surface in a non-realistic style 
Rosemaling/Stroke work - Painting done on any surface using basic brush 
strokes in various combinations to complete the design. 
Realistic - painting done on any surface in realistic style. 
Fabric – painting done on any fabric with acrylic or fabric dye.

Miniatures and Model Guidelines 
 Entry fees: $2.00 per entry, per class. 

 All previously noted General Information, Local and State Rules apply to 
the Models, Miniatures & Collections divisions. 

 Complete entry forms or online at www.sbcfair.com, by clearly specify-
ing size, height, width & depth; this will ensure proper placement for your 
display. 

 Exhibits are limited to 4’ x 4’; if larger contact chairperson to ensure 
proper security. 

 Exhibitors are encouraged to enclose exhibits in Plexiglas. 

 Small individual items will be secured inside locked display cases. 

 Please specify entry scale: 1”, ½”, ¼”, 1/144”, 1/72”, 1/48”, 1/32”, 1/24R, 
HO, N, G, etc. Your entry may be any scale and will be judged accord-
ingly. 

 The chairperson retains the discretion of placing any incorrectly entered 
item into the proper class or division. 

 Definitions: 
  Beginner - Individuals starting in the miniature/models craft. 
  Intermediate/advanced - Individuals who have experience with  
  miniature/models. 
  Professional - Anyone who engages or teaches miniature/models 
  crafting as a business or profession rather than a hobby or pastime.  
  These entries shall be exempt from “Best of Show” awards. 
  Senior - Individuals over the age of 55 years and may be in  
  beginning, intermediate or advanced hobbyists skill level.

 Entry fees: $2.00 per entry, per class. 

 All previously noted General Information, Local and State Rules apply to 
the Collections Division. 

 A particular collection may only be exhibited at the San Bernardino 
County Fair one time. 

 Display space is limited (16 cases for Adult and 12 cases for Youth 
available). They are reserved on a first enter, first serve basis. 

 All collection cases will be shared.  There will be two (2) collections in 
each cabinet. 

 Case Size: (approx.) 47” wide X 23” high X 18” deep per collection.  

 Backdrops and shelf covers are preferred as part of the exhibitors dis-
play. 

 Exhibitor must include (with collection) an attractive large print card.  
The card must be legible from a 3’ distance and must include the  

 following information: 
 Date Collection started. 

 How Collection was obtained 
 Date(s) of oldest items in collection or a description of each item if 

 all items are “handmade” by exhibitor. 
 The number of items in the entire collection include a photo of   

 collection, if possible. 
 Do NOT put exhibitors name on the card
