On Friday, July 7th, we went on a 
field trip to the University of Texas at Arling-
tonôs (UTA) Planetarium.  When we got there, 
we went inside and saw some fake astronauts.  
Then we went inside to the big room where 
they show movies of astronauts in space, and 
cool roller coasters. 

Did you know that the UTA Planetari-
um is one of the three largest Planetar-
iums in the state of Texas located in a 
groundbreaking research facility?

The 
Planetarium has a 60-foot 
dome screen.  On the dome 
screen, they show us the real 
stars in space.  The real person 
showing the us the stars was 
cool.

First let me get one thing straight 
Pluto is a planet.  People say Pluto 
isnõt a planet, but just because Pluto 
is small doesnõt mean itõs not a planet.  
I am writing about Pluto to try not 
convince you that it is a planet, but to 
prove to you that it is a planet. I 
want to give you facts about Pluto 
that will show you I am right about 
my favorite planet PLUTO! Pluto got 
its name from the Greek god of the 
underworld.  Pluto is the largest out 
of all the dwarf planets.  Pluto was 
discovered by the Lowell Observatory 
on February 18th, 1930.  Pluto has 5 
moons, their names are, Charon, Hy-
dra, Nix, Styx, and Kerberos.  Pluto is 
made up of 1/3rd water.  Pluto might 
be largest out of the dwarf planets, 

but Pluto is smaller than a number 
of moons.  Pluto has been visited by 
one spacecraft.  Pluto has an ec-
centric and inclined orbit that 
means Pluto is periodically closer to 
the Sun than Neptune.  Plutoõs loca-
tion was predicted by Percival Low-
ell in 1915.  Sometimes, Pluto has 
an atmosphere.  Pluto was reclassi-
fied as a planet in 2006.  Pluto 
takes the longest time of the 8 
planets, 248 Earth years, to orbit 
the Sun.  It takes Pluto 6 days, 9 
hours, and 17 minutes to spin once.  
Pluto spins in the opposite direction 
as Earth, which means the Sun ris-
es in the west and sets in the east.  
It takes about 5 hours for sunlight 
to reach Pluto, it takes 8 minutes 
to reach Earth.  When Pluto was 
considered a planet, it was the 
coldest of all the planets.  Pluto is 
smaller than seven other moons 
including Ganymede, Titan, Callisto, 
Lo, Europa, Triton, and Earthõs 
moon.  Attempting to see Pluto 
from Earth is like trying to see a 
walnut from 30 miles away. Now 
that I shared a ton of facts about 
my FAVORITE PLANET PLUTO, it 

should be known that PLUTO IS A 
PLANET! You can say whatever 
you would like, but I know itõs a 
planet.  One day I will become a 
scientist just to prove you wrong.  
In case you have any doubts still 
if Pluto is a planet or not, then 
you should read my story again!
